•	 No. 7/8 Kansas (15-2, 4-1) hits the road to take on West Virginia (8-9, 0-5) 
on Saturday, Jan. 19 at 1 p.m. (Central) on ESPN. Kansas is coming off an 
80-78 win against Texas on Jan. 14. West Virginia looks to end a five-
game losing streak after its 98-67 loss at TCU on Jan. 15.

•	 Kansas leads the overall series with West Virginia, 10-4, and has won the 
last four meetings. But the Moutaineers hold a 4-2 advantage against 
Kansas in games played in WVU Coliseum. Four of the last five KU-WVU 
clashes have been decided by eight points or less.

•	 Kansas is 90-39 in Big 12 road games under head coach Bill Self, including 
1-1 this season. KU’s winning percentage (69.8%) in league road games 
since 2003-04 is the best among teams in the six major conferences 
(ACC, Big 12, Big East, Big Ten, Pac-12, SEC). 

•	 After its 80-78 win against Texas on Jan. 14, Kansas is 37-3 in conference 
games decided by 10 points or less since 2016.

•	 Kansas is the only team in the Big 12 with two players ranked in the top 
six in the league in scoring. RS-junior F Dedric Lawson is second at 19.2 
ppg, while senior G Lagerald Vick is sixth at 15.2 ppg.

•	 A Sporting News Midseason All-America First Team selection, Dedric 
Lawson leads the Big 12 in rebounding at 10.6 rpg and double-doubles 
(11) and is the only player in the league averaging a double-double. He is 
vying to become the first Jayhawk to lead the league in rebound average 
since All-American Thomas Robinson in 2011-12.

•	 Senior G Lagerald Vick was 5-for-8 from 3-point range against Texas 
(1/14) and is 11-for-16 (68.8 percent) from beyond the arc in the last two 
games.

•	 Lawson, who was named the league’s Newcomer of the Week for the 
third time on Jan. 14, had five blocked shots and five steals at Baylor 
(1/12). He became just the third player in Big 12 history to tally 5+ blocks 
and 5+ steals in a single game, joining Baylor’s Quincy Acy in 2008 and 
Baylor’s Brian Skinner in 1996.

ABOUT WEST VIRGINIA
Located in Morgantown, West Virginia, with an enrollment of 
31,442, West Virginia (8-9, 0-5) looks to end a five-game losing 
streak when it hosts Kansas. The Mountaineers are coached by 
Bob Huggins who is 263-139 in his 12th season at WVU, his alma 
mater, and 853-349 in his 37th season overall.

West Virginia averages 75.2 points per game and has a +1.3 scoring 
margin. The Mountaineers lead the Big 12 in rebound margin at 
+6.8 and rank in the top three in the conference in rebounding 
offense (second at 41.2). The Mountaineers make 7.9 3-pointers 
per game and average 13.3 assists, 5.1 steals and 4.4 blocked shots.

West Virginia is deep as 12 players average nine or more minutes 
per game. Junior F Sagaba Konate (13.6 ppg, 8.0 rpg, 22 blocked 
shots in eight games) is WVU’s leading scorer but he is out 
indefinitely, and has missed the last eight games due to a knee 
injury. The next four WVU players average between 12.8 and 11.4 
points per game, led by senior F Esa Ahmad at 12.8 points. He 
pulls down 5.4 rebounds per contest and has 13 steals, 10 blocked 
shots and 27 assists. Junior G James Bolden scores 12.2 points per 
game and leads team with 40 assists. His 26 3-point field goals are 
second most on the team. Freshman F Derek Culver has played in 
seven games and scores 12.0 points per contest. His 13.8 scoring 
average in Big 12 play leads WVU. Culver leads the team with 8.6 
rebounds per outing. Junior F Lamont West has made a team-
high 33 3-pointers in 2018-19 and he averages 11.4 points and 4.5 
rebounds per game.

Other WVU regulars include junior F Wesley Harris (8.5 ppg, 5.1 
rpg, 17 3FGs), junior G Chase Harler (4.8 ppg, 17 3FGs), redshirt-
freshman G Brandon Knapper (4.0 ppg, 27 assists), junior G 
Jermaine Haley (3.5 ppg, 3.1 rpg, 24 assists) and freshman G 
Jordan McCabe (2.7 ppg, 24 assists).

ABOUT KANSAS
No. 7/8 Kansas is 15-2 overall and 4-1 in Big 12 play after its 80-
78 win against Texas on ESPN Big Monday Jan. 14. In all games, 
Kansas ranks in the top three in the Big 12 in scoring offense 
(third at 78.8), field goal percentage (second at 48.1), field goal 
percentage defense (third at 40.0), steals (second at 7.5) and 
assists (third at 14.6). KU has a +8.7 scoring margin, +2.1 rebound 
margin and has outrebounded 10 of 17 opponents this season. KU 
also averages 7.1 3-pointers made and 3.9 blocked shots per game.

Redshirt-junior F Dedric Lawson has seven double-doubles in his 
last 10 games and a Big 12-leading 11 for the season, which is tied 
for third nationally. Dedric Lawson, a Sporting News Midseason 
All-America First Team selection, has scored 20 or more points 
in nine games this season with eight in his last 14 contests. He is 
second in the Big 12 in scoring at 19.2 ppg and leads the league 
in rebounding at 10.6 rpg. He is the only player in the league 
averaging a double-double. A three-time Big 12 Player of the 
Week (11/12, 11/26, 12/26) and three-time league newcomer of the 
week (12/3, 12/17, 1/14), Lawson leads KU with 19 blocked shots 
and his 1.1 blocks per game are ninth in the conference.

Senior G Lagerald Vick is coming off a 21-point performance 
against Texas and is averaging 19.5 points in his last two contests. 
He is 11-for-16 (68.8 percent) from 3-point range in his last two 
games. He scored his 1,000th-career point at Baylor (1/2). Vick 
is scoring 15.2 points per game, which is sixth in the league and 
he leads the Big 12 in 3-point field goals made per game at 3.2 
and 3-point field goal percentage at 47.0 percent, which is 13th 
nationally. Vick’s 1.4 steals per game are eighth in the conference.

Freshman G Devon Dotson ranks sixth in the Big 12 in steals at 1.5, 
tied for ninth in assists at 3.2 and 12th in field goal percentage at 50.4. 
Dotson averages 11.0 points and 3.6 rebounds per game. Freshman 
G Quentin Grimes is second on the team with 20 3-pointers made 
this season. He has scored 14 or more points in three of his last six 
games and averages 8.7 points per contest for the season. 

Freshman G Ochai Agbaji pulled his redshirt against TCU (1/9). In 
just three games, Agbaji is averaging 23.7 minutes, 7.0 points, 3.7 
rebounds and is shooting 60.0 percent from the floor. Sophomore 
G Marcus Garrett is coming off an outstanding game against Texas 
(1/14) where he scored a career-high 20 points on 8-of-11 shooting 
with three steals. Garrett has started the last four games and 
nine for the season. He has seven games with multiple steals this 
season and his 1.5 thefts average are seventh in the Big 12. Garrett is 
averaging 6.7 points and 3.4 rebounds per game and has 43 assists.

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THE SERIES
The Kansas-West Virginia series started when WVU joined the Big 
12 Conference in 2012-13, with KU holding a 10-4 advantage. The 
Jayhawks have won the last four meetings, yet are 2-4 in games 
played at WVU Colisuem. Four of the six clashes in Morgantown 
have been decided by six points or less. KU is 6-0 against West 
Virginia in games played in Allen Fieldhouse, 2-4 at WVU Coliseum 
and 2-0 in the Big 12 Championship. KU defeated WVU, 81-71, in 
the 2016 Big 12 title game and 81-70 in the 2018 Big 12 title game, 
with both at Sprint Center in Kansas City.

KU head coach Bill Self is 10-4 against West Virginia, with all 14 
meetings as Kansas’ coach. Bob Huggins is 4-14 all-time against 
Kansas, 4-10 while at WVU.

A KANSAS WIN WOULD...
Make Kansas 16-2 and 5-1 or better in Big 12 play for the third-
straight season and the 13th time in the last 14 seasons, beginning 
in 2006-07 … Give Kansas its fifth-straight win against WVU … 
Give Kansas an 11-4 all-time series record against West Virginia, 
including a 3-4 record in Morgantown with all seven meetings at 
WVU Coliseum … Make KU 11-4 against West Virginia in the Big 12 
era, 9-4 in regular-season and 2-0 in the Big 12 Championship …

LAST TIME OUT
A career-high 20 points from sophomore guard Marcus Garrett 
along with a 21-point effort from senior guard Lagerald Vick 
helped the No. 7/8 Kansas Jayhawks hold off an upset-minded 
Texas Longhorns squad, 80-78, Jan. 12 inside Allen Fieldhouse. 
Redshirt-junior Dedric Lawson added 13 of his 17 points in the 
second half as the Jayhawks claimed their 31st-consecutive ESPN 
Big Monday win in Lawrence.
 
KU held UT at arm’s length for much of the game, but the 
Longhorn shooters caught fire late as Texas fought its way back 
into the game. Kerwin Roach II connected on his third triple of the 
night before Jase Febres buried three straight from 3-point land to 
tie the game at 73-73 with 2:26 to play.
 
Dedric Lawson responded with a pair of free throws on KU’s 
next possession before Vick knocked down his fifth 3-pointer of 
the game on the Jayhawks’ next trip down the floor, pushing his 
team’s lead to 78-73 with 1:15 remaining.
 
A free throw each from Lawson and Garrett on KU’s next two 
possession were just enough to hold off the valiant Longhorn 
comeback and close out the 80-78 win.

No. 1 Kansas will face No. 10 Michigan State in the State 
Fram Champions Classic in Indianapolis, Ind., on Nov. 6. 
The contest will sart at 6 p.m. and will be televised on 
ESPN. 

Kansas is 3-4 in the Champions Classic, which includes a 
1-1 record against Michigan State. 

Michigan State leads the overall series with Kansas, 
7-6, but the Jayhawks have won two of the last three 
meetings.

Walters (151) and Kevin Pritchard (154) with threes made in a 
career. Vick sits 15th all-time at 155. He is seven away from 
former teammate Wayne Selden’s 162 which are 13th.

•	 In his last two outings, Vick has connected on 11-of-16 (68.8 
percent) of his 3-point tries. In the five contests prior, he was 
9-of-36 (25.0 percent).

•	 Garrett had a night to remember, posting a career-high 20 points, 
17 of which came in the first half. Garrett finished the first half 
7-of-7 from the field including a 3-for-3 mark from 3-point range.

•	 Garrett’s three 3-pointers tied a career high. He also hit three 
triples against Texas Southern on Nov. 21, 2017.

•	 Dedric Lawson pulled down his 800th career rebound and his 
805 rank 17th on the NCAA career active list. 

KANSAS RARELY HOMESICK IN THE BIG 12
While Allen Fieldhouse has proven itself as one of the top home 
court advantages in the nation, the Jayhawks’ strength on the road 
is just as impressive, especially against their brethren in the Big 12.

Since Bill Self took the helm prior to the 2003-04 season, 
Kansas has amassed a record of 90-39 in regular-season Big 12 
road games, good for a 69.8 winning percentage. Not only does 
that make the Jayhawks the only current or former member of 
the league with a winning record on the road, but it is the best 
winning percentage by any team in the six major conferences 
(ACC, Big 12, Big East, Big Ten, Pac-12, SEC) in that span. Since the 
Big 12 went to an 18-game, round-robin schedule in 2012, KU has 
posted a winning road record in six of the seven seasons since.

Redshirt-junior F Dedric Lawson has been named to the 2018-19 
Sporting News Midseason All-America First Team, the publication 
announced Jan. 15.

AZUBUIKE TO MISS REMAINDER OF 2018-19 SEASON
Kansas junior C Udoka Azubuike will miss the rest of the 2018-
19 season due to surgery required to repair ligament damage in 
his right hand, KU announced Jan. 6. Azubuike had successful 
surgery on Jan. 9 by Thomas J. Graham, MD of the NYU 
Department of Orthopedic Surgery. 

“Udoka had an MRI done this morning and the MRI revealed he 
tore the same ligament in his right hand that he tore in his left 
hand his freshman season (Dec. 2016),” said Kansas head coach 
Bill Self on Jan. 6. “This occurred in practice on Friday (Jan. 4) 
and although the initial x-rays did not reveal the extent of the 
injury, the MRI did and it will require season-ending surgery... 
The doctors expect a complete recovery and Udoka will be able 
to assume full basketball activities at some point this summer.”

Azubuike saw action in nine games this season, averaging 
13.4 points and 6.8 rebounds per game. He was a named as a 
candidate for the Kareem Abdul-Jabbar Center of the Year 
Award prior to the start of the season and was also on the 
preseason All-Big 12 Honorable Mention list.

KANSAS VS TOP-25 TEAMS
With its win versus No. 25 TCU (1/9), Kansas is 5-1 against top-25 
teams in 2018-19. Under Bill Self, KU is now 95-46 against AP-
ranked opponents. In his first 16 seasons at KU, Self’s Jayhawks 
have collected four wins or more over top-25 ranked foes in 13 of 
those seasons, which includes a 40-17 record from 2014-present.

KU’s record against top-10 ranked opponents is even more 
impressive. KU is 18-4 against foes ranked inside the top-10 of 
the AP poll since 2013-14, including 4-1 in 2017-18. Last season, 
KU’s top-10 wins included Kentucky, West Virginia, Texas Tech 
and Duke. Since Bill Self’s first season, the Jayhawks are 13-3 
against AP top-10 teams inside Allen Fieldhouse, which includes 
KU’s current streak of nine-straight home victories against top-
10 foes.

TOP-10 TRIUMPHS
With its win over then-No. 5 Tennessee in the title game of the 
NIT Season Tip-Off on Nov. 23, Kansas extended an impressive 
streak.

KU SIGNS TWO IN EARLY SIGNING PERIOD
Combo guards Issac “Mackey” McBride and Christian Braun have 
each signed a National Letter of Intent to play men’s basketball at 
Kansas, KU head coach Bill Self announced Nov. 14, the first day of 
the signing period.

A 6-foot-1, 180-pound guard from Little Rock, Arkansas, McBride 
has rewritten the record book at Baptist Preparatory School. In 
guiding Baptist Prep to three-straight state championships, 
McBride set the school’s single-season scoring record with 707 
points his sophomore year in 2016-17. As a junior, he broke his own 
mark by scoring 883 points in 2017-18, which included a school-
record 46-point game. In that, McBride averaged 24.5 points, 4.0 
rebounds, 2.5 assists and 1.6 steals per game in 2017-18.
 
McBride is a two-time all-state selection and was the most 
valuable player of the last two state tournaments his sophomore 
and junior seasons. A four-star recruit who is ranked 109 by Rivals.
com, McBride is the highest-ranked player in the state of Arkansas. 
He plays AAU basketball for the Arkansas Hawks.

 Originally from Burlington, Kansas, Braun (6-foot-6, 180 pounds) 
moved to Overland Park, Kansas, his freshman year high school 
and has won back-to-back 6A state championships his sophomore 
and junior seasons at Blue Valley Northwest High School. A four-
star prospect who is ranked No. 112 by Rivals.com, last year Braun 
averaged 14.2 points, 5.1 rebounds and 3.1 assists as a junior at 
Blue Valley Northwest. Braun plays for MoKan on the AAU circuit.

•	 Senior G Lagerald Vick has 1,033 career points which is 54th 

on the KU all-time scoring list. Vick is 22 points from 50th 
place (Ryan Robertson; 1,055 from 1996-99).  

•	 Vick has 155 career 3-pointers made which ranks 15th on the 
KU career list. He is 25 3-pointers from the from the top 10. 

•	 Dedric Lawson is already making his mark on the KU record 
books, now with 11 double-doubles as a Jayhawk. That 
figure ranks tied for 19th on the school’s all-time single-
season list. Thomas Robinson holds the single-season 
record with 27 double-doubles during the 2012 season. 
Lawson is seven from the KU top 10 in DDs.

•	 Lawson has also pulled down 805 career rebounds (624 
at Memphis and 181 at Kansas) in 82 games. A mark that 
ranks him 17th on the NCAA DI active list. He is the only 
active player in the top 20 to have 800-plus rebounds in 
under 100 career games. Additionally, since 1996-97, only 
14 players in NCAA DI have collected their 800th rebound 
within their first 82 games. 

•	 Kansas is seven victories shy from winning its 1,100th 
conference game. All-time, the Jayhawks are 1,093-364 
in league play, including 306-64 in the Big 12 era which 
started in 1996-97.

•	 The Jayhawks have featured the Big 12’s Player of the 
Year each of the last two seasons (Frank Mason III - 2017, 
Devonte’ Graham - 2018). Since the league’s inception in 
1996-97, no team has featured the conference player of the 
year in three-consecutive seasons.

•	 KU will look to feature a consensus First Team All-American 
for the third-straight year, something that has not occurred 
in the program since 1922-25. Since 1990, only six NCAA DI 
programs have boasted a consensus First Team AA in three-
straight seasons.

•	 Bill Self was named the eighth coach in Kansas basketball history on April 21, 2003. 
•	 In September 2017, Self was inducted into the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in 

Springfield, Massachusetts.
•	 Self won his 600th career game on Dec. 6, 2016, with KU’s 105-62 win against UMKC. He became 

the 46th coach in NCAA Division I to accomplish the feat and the ninth fastest.
•	 While at Kansas, Self has won a national championship, a KU- and NCAA-record 14-straight 

regular-season Big 12 Conference titles and eight league tournament championships. 
•	 At Kansas, Self has won more regular-season league titles (14) than he has home losses (13) in 

Allen Fieldhouse. With KU’s win versus Siena (11/18/16), Self became the winningest coach in Allen 
Fieldhouse, posting his 207th victory in the venue.

•	 In his first trip to the Final Four in 2008, Self’s team won the title. Self is one of 11 active coaches 
in NCAA Division I to have won a national title. Kansas’ 14-straight conference titles (2005-18) is 
the longest streak in NCAA Division I history.

•	 In Self’s first 15 seasons at Kansas, he has coached 11 NBA Lottery selections including Andrew 
Wiggins and Joel Embiid, the No. 1 and No. 3 overall selections in the 2014 NBA Draft. Wiggins was 
the second-ever Jayhawk to go No. 1 with the other being Danny Manning in 1988.

•	 Self has guided his teams to 20-straight 23-win seasons dating back to 1998-99. 
•	 Self’s teams have won 18 league crowns in the last 20 years, including the 2018 title. The other two 

seasons resulted in runner-up conference finishes.
•	 Kansas’ four-straight 30-win seasons from 2009-10 to 2012-13 are the most consecutive 30-win 

seasons in NCAA history (note: Memphis did it from 2006-09 yet later vacated the 2008 season). 
•	 Self was the head coach for Team USA’s U18 team that competed and won gold at the 2018 FIBA 

Americas Championship held in St. Catherines, Canada, in the summer of 2018.
•	 Self is one of five coaches in NCAA Division I history to have led three different teams - Tulsa, 

Illinois and Kansas - to the NCAA Elite Eight, including seven times with KU (2004-07-08-11-12-16-
17). The other coaches are: Gene Bartow, John Calipari, Rick Pitino and Eddie Sutton.

•	 A 1985 graduate of Oklahoma State, Self began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at 
Kansas in 1985-86 under head coach Larry Brown. He then returned to his alma mater as an 
assistant for seven seasons under coaches Leonard Hamilton and Eddie Sutton. His first head 
coaching job was at Oral Roberts in 1993-94, then Tulsa (1997-98), Illinois (2000-03) and Kansas 
(2003-present).
