ABOUT KANSAS

No. 14/14 Kansas is 18-6 overall and 7-4 in Big 12 play after its 84-
72 win against Oklahoma State on Feb. 9. In all games, Kansas
ranks in the top three in the Big 12 in scoring offense (second at
76.7), field goal percentage (second at 47.3), field goal percentage
defense (third at 40.4) and 3-point field goal percentage (second
at 36.3). KU has a +6.4 scoring margin and a +1.7 rebound margin.
KU also averages 7.4 3-pointers made, 13.7 assists, 7.2 steals and
3.6 blocked shots per game.

Redshirt-junior F Dedric Lawson posted his 13th game of 20 or
more points with 25 against Oklahoma State (2/9). A national
player of the year and All-American candidate, Dedric Lawson has
four double-doubles in his last seven games and a Big 12-leading
15 for the season, which is tied for seventh nationally. He leads the
Big 12 in scoring at 19.6 ppg and in rebounding at 10.6 rpg. He is
the only player in the league averaging a double-double. A three-
time Big 12 Player of the Week (11/12, 11/26, 12/26) and four-time
league newcomer of the week (12/3,12/17,1/14,1/28), Lawson leads
KU with 28 blocked shots and his 1.2 blocks per game are fifth in
the conference. His 51.2 field goal percentage is fifth in the league.

Senior G Lagerald Vick, who announced that he would be taking
a leave of absence from the team on Feb. 7, is second the Big 12
in 3-point field goals made at 2.9 and third in 3-point field goal
percentage at 45.5. He is averaging 14.1 points per game which is
10th in the Big 12.

Freshman G Devon Dotson is averaging 17.0 points in his last three
games, including a career-high 20 points versus Texas Tech (2/2)
and 18 against Oklahoma State (2/9). Dotson has 29 assists in
his is last six games, including a career-high eight assists and no
turnovers against lowa State (1/21). Dotson ranks tied for seventh
in the Big 12 in assists at 3.5, ninth in assist-to-turnover ratio at 1.6
and tied for sixth in steals at 1.5.

Freshman G Ochai Agbaji scored 23 points on 8-o0f-12 shooting,
5-0f-7 from 3-point range, with six rebounds against Oklahoma
State (2/9). The 23 points versus OSU were one shy of his career
high. Agbaji, pulled his redshirt prior to the TCU game (1/9), is
averaging 15.8 points and 6.8 rebounds in his last four games.
Overall, Aghaji averages 9.9 points and 4.8 rebounds per contest
and is making 55.4 percent from the floor.

Freshman G Quentin Grimes is second on the team with 32
3-pointers made this season and has made 10 treys in his last five
games. Grimes averages 7.9 points and 2.3 rebounds per contest
and has 41 assists for the season.

Sophomore G Marcus Garrett has missed the last three games due
to a sprained ankle. He has 14 steals in his last five games played
and ranks third in the Big 12 with 1.8 steals per contest. He has 10
games with multiple steals in 2018-19. Garrett has started his last
eight games played and 13 for the season. He averages 7.2 points
and 3.6 rebounds per game and has 47 assists.

Other KU regulars include redshirt-sophomore G Charlie Moore (3.3
ppg, 14 3-pointers), redshirt-sophomore G K.J. Lawson (2.5 ppg,
1.7 rpg), junior F Mitch Lightfoot (1.9 ppg, 2.4 rpg) and freshman
F David McCormack (1.8 ppg, 2.2 rpg). McCormack made his first
career start against Oklahoma State (2/9). Lightfoot is averaging
6.0 ppg and 7.0 rpg in his last two games, including six points and
a season-high nine rebounds against Oklahoma State (2/9).

ABOUT TCU

Located in Fort Worth, Texas, with an enrollment of 10,394, TCU
is 17-6 overall and 5-5 in the Big 12 after its 92-83 win at No. 17/16
lowa State Feb. 9. The Horned Frogs have won two straight and are
11-1 at Schollmaier Arena this season.

TCU is coached by Jamie Dixon who is 62-33 in his third season at
TCU and 389-156 in his 16th season overall. In all games, TCU leads
the Big 12 in assists (17.1). The Horned Frogs also rank in the top
three in the conference in scoring offense (third at 76.2), field goal
percentage (third at 46.9), 3-point field goal percentage defense
(second at 30.2), rebound margin (third at +3.2) and assist-to-
turnover ratio (second at 1.3).

Junior G Desmond Bane leads TCU in scoring at 15.0 points per
game which is seventh in the Big 12. Bane pulls down 5.3 rebounds
per game and is second on the team with 62 assists, 36 3-pointers
made and 26 steals this season. Sophomore F Kouat Noi is next in
scoring at 14.8 points per game, which is eighth in the conference.
He leads the team with 48 3-pointers made and his 2.5 threes
made per game are third in the Big 12.

Senior G Alex Robinson leads the Big 12 in assists with 7.4 per game
and his 1.6 steals per contest are fifth in the league. Robinson scores
12.9 points per game and has made 23 3-pointers this season.

Senior F JD Miller is a starter who averages 10.5 points per game and
he is second on the team with a 6.4 rebound average, which is ninth
in the Big 12. Redshirt freshman C Kevin Samuel leads TCU with 7.3
rebounds per game, which is fourth in the conference, and he has a
team-high 44 blocked shots.

THE SERIES

Kansas is 17-2 all-time against TCU in a series which dates back to
1952 when the Jayhawks defeated the Horned Frogs, 68-64, on
March 21 in the NCAA Midwest Regional at Municipal Auditorium
in Kansas City, Missouri. Kansas has won three straight and 13 of
the last 14 meetings against the Horned Frogs dating back to Feb.
23, 2013. TCU last defeated Kansas, 85-82, in the quarterfinals
of the 2017 Big 12 Championship. Kansas leads the meetings in
Fort Worth, 6-1, including a 4-1 record in Schollmaier Arena. As
members of the Big 12, KU leads the series 13-2, including a 4-1
record in Fort Worth. Kansas head coach Bill Self is 21-5 all-time
against TCU, including 14-2 while at Kansas. TCU head coach Jamie
Dixon is 1-5 versus Kansas.

Earlier this season, then-No. 7 Kansas defeated then-No. 25
TCU, 77-68, on Jan. 9 in Allen Fieldhouse. KU redshirt-junior F
Dedric Lawson led all scorers with a season-high 31 points and
all rebounders with 14 boards. KU senior G Lagerald Vick added

LAST TIME OUT

A flurry of second-half 3-pointers helped No. 13/14 Kansas fend off
the Oklahoma State Cowboys, 84-72, Feb. 9 inside Allen Fieldhouse.
Redshirt-junior Dedric Lawson posted a game-high 25 points, 18
of which came in the second half, while freshman Ochai Agbaji
connected on a career-high five 3-pointers to help the Jayhawks to
their 17th-straight victory in Lawrence.

With the game knotted up at 49-49 and 14:08 to play in regulation,
Kansas was seemingly unable to land the knockout blow to a pesky
Oklahoma State squad that continued to counter each Jayhawk run.
But a group of KU freshmen erupted on a shooting exhibition that
handed KU a lead that it would not relinquish. The tie score lasted for
approximately 10 seconds as Devon Dotson sprinted down the floor
and sliced to the rim for two of his 18 points to put the lead back in
the hands of the Jayhawks.

After OSU’s Cameron McGriff brought the Cowboys to within two
points with 12:32 to play, 53-51, the Jayhawk shooters took over

to help KU finally put some distance between themselves and
the visitors. Freshmen guards Agbaji and Quentin Grimes hit two
3-pointers apiece on a 12-0 Kansas run to get the Jayhawk lead to
double digits for the first time of the day, 65-51, midway through
the second half.

Lawson then took over the scoring load, as the Memphis, Tennessee
native scored 10 of his team’s next 11 points in the next five minutes
of game action. The All-American candidate swished a pair of
3-pointers during that run as the Jayhawk lead was pushed to their
largest of the game, 76-58, with 5:00 to go in regulation.

Lawson hit the 20-point plateau for the 13th time this season, scoring
25 points on 10-of-17 shooting. He also added seven rebounds and
five assists. Agbaji posted his second-career 20-point outing with
23 points and a season-best five 3-pointers. Dotson was the third
Jayhawk in double-figures, posting 18 points for his third-straight
game scoring in double-figures.

Junior Mitch Lightfoot added a season-high nine rebounds and a pair
of blocks in 20 minutes to along with his six points.

OKLAHOMA STATE LEFTOVERS & NOTABLES

+ Kansas started four true freshmen for just the second time
in the Bill Self era (since 2003-04). The other game that saw
four freshmen in KU’s starting line-up occurred on Dec. 7, 2013,
when Joel Embiid, Frank Mason Ill, Wayne Selden Jr., and
Andrew Wiggins started at Florida. KU’s four starting freshmen
combined for 47 points in the KU win against OSU.

« The win made Kansas 90-12 following a loss in the Bill Self era,
including 5-1 this season. Since the 2013-14 season, KU is now
40-4 following a loss.

* The winalso gave KU its 17th-straight in Allen Fieldhouse. KU is
13-0 at home this season.

* KU outscored OSU 48-36 in the second half, snapping a
four-game streak that saw the Jayhawks outscored by their
opponent in the final frame.

TOUGH IN TEXAS

Kansas men’s basketball has had great success in the Lone
Star State during the Bill Self era. The Jayhawks won the 2006
Big 12 Championship in Dallas and the 2008 NCAA National
Championship in San Antonio, which was the same location of KU’s
2018 Final Four appearance, the third Final Four in the Self reign at
KU. Kansas also played in NCAA tourney contests in Texas in 2011
and 2013. Including a 1-1 record this season, Kansas is 43-15 (74.1
percent) in the state of Texas under Self.

ESPN BIG MONDAY REGULARS

For the 13th year in a row Kansas men’s basketball will be featured
four times on ESPN Big Monday. Since the inception of the Big 12
in 1996-97, Kansas is 66-18 all-time on ESPN Big Monday (38-1 at
home and 28-17 on the road), including 48-12 under head coach Bill
Self (28-0 at home and 20-12 on the road).

After its 80-76 win against lowa State on Jan. 21, KU has won
32-straight Big Monday games in Allen Fieldhouse. KU has won its
last 12 ESPN Big Monday contests. On Feb. 11, the Jayhawks will be
facing TCU for the first time on ESPN Big Monday.

LAWSON COLLECTION OF MIDSEASON WATCH LISTS
GROWS

Redshirt-junior Dedric Lawson has a quickly growing collection of
midseason accolades that have him among a small list of players
on watch for national awards come season’s end. Here is a quick
rundown of the recent announcements that included Lawson:

+ Lawson was named to the 2018-19 Sporting News Midseason
All-America First Team, the publication announced Jan. 15. Last
year, 11 of the 15 players on the midseason team made on the
final ballot.

* On Feb. 4, Lawson was named to the John R. Wooden Award
presented by Wendy’s Late Season Top 20 list by the Los

Angeles Athletic Club. Kansas has had representation each of
the last two seasons at the Wooden Award ceremony as Frank
Mason Il won the award in 2017 and Devonte’ Graham was a
finalist last year. Lawson is vying to become the third Jayhawk
to win the honor with Mason in 2017 and Danny Manning in
1988.

+ OnFeb. 6, Lawson was named one of 12 to the Oscar Robertson
Trophy Final Midseason Watch List by the USBWA. Like the
Wooden, the Oscar Robertson Trophy recognizes the national
player of the year. Frank Mason was the first KU player to win
the Oscar Robertson Trophy in 2017.

* On Feb. 7, Lawson was named one of 10 finalists for the Karl
Malone Power Forward of the Year by the Naismith Hall of
Fame. Established in 2015, the Karl Malone Power Forward of
the Year will be narrowed down to five finalist with the winner
being named April 12, 2019.

LAWSON CLAIMS EIGHTH BIG 12 WEEKLY AWARD

Kansas redshirt-junior Dedric Lawson averaged 21.5 points and
8.0 rebounds in two games last week and was named the co-Big
12 Newcomer of the Week on Feb. 11. This was the fifth conference
newcomer of the week for Lawson and his eighth weekly award
by the league in 2018-19.

Lawson, who won the honor with Texas’ Courtney Ramey, recorded
18 points with nine rebounds, two blocked shots and two steals at
Kansas State. In the win against Oklahoma State the Memphis,
Tennessee, forward posted his 13th 20-point game of the season
with 25 points on 10-of-17 shooting, including 3-of-6 from 3-point
range, with seven rebounds, five assists and one steal.

A national player of the year and All-American candidate, Lawson
has four double-doubles in his last seven games and a Big
12-leading 15 for the season, which is tied for seventh nationally.
He leads the Big 12 in scoring at 19.6 ppg and in rebounding at
10.6 rpg. He is the only player in the league averaging a double-
double. Lawson is a three-time Big 12 Player of the Week (11/12,
11/26, 12/26) and five-time league newcomer of the week (12/3,
12/17,1/14,1/28, 2/1).

Lawson’s honor marks the eighth time this season a Jayhawk has
been named Big 12 Newcomer of the Week. Last week, freshman
Ochai Agbaji earned the honor, while Quentin Grimes was named
Nov. 12 and Devon Dotson Dec. 31. Including KU’s five Big 12 Player
of the Week honors this season, the Jayhawks have amassed 13
league weekly accolades in 2018-19, a mark which ties the KU all-
time single season high for Big 12 weekly awards.

BEST AT BOUNCING BACK

Despite setbacks in four of their last seven games, KU still remains
one of the best programs in the nation at rebounding after a loss
over the last 16 seasons. The Jayhawks have a winning percentage
of over 88 percent in games after a loss under Bill Self, which is the
best in the nation since 2003-04.

Kansas is 90-12 following a loss in the Self era, which includes a 5-1
mark this season. Since 2013-14, the Jayhawks are 40-4 following
aloss. Under Self, KU has lost two or more consecutive games on
just eight occasions and only five times since 2006-07.

KANSAS IN THE NATIONAL POLLS

Kansas remained inside the top-15 in the latest national polls
released Feb. 11. KU checked in at No. 14 in both the Associated
Press and in the USA TODAY Coaches’ polls.

Kansas has been ranked in each of the last 195 AP polls dating
back to Feb. 3, 2009, which is the longest active streak in NCAA
Division I. The Jayhawks have also been listed in the top-25 of the
Coaches’ polls for 203-straight weeks, a figure which also leads
the nation. The Jayhawks have not been ranked outside the top-
15 in either poll since Jan. 6, 2014, a streak now measuring over
five-plus seasons.

For the third time in poll history Kansas entered the season ranked
No. 1by Associated Press (AP), as the AP released its poll Oct. 22.
Three days later, on Oct. 25, Kansas was once again picked No. 1
in the USA TODAY Coaches’ Poll. KU has been slotted in the top-10
of both the final AP and Coaches’ polls in all but one of the last
10 seasons.

The loss at then-No. 8 Kentucky on Jan. 26, ended one of the more
remarkable regular-season streaks in the nation. The Jayhawks
won 13-straight regular-season games over teams ranked in the
top-10 of the AP poll, which included two wins this season (92-
87 vs. then-No. 10 Michigan St., 87-81 vs. then-No. 5 Tennessee).
Since the 1996-97 season, no other team in the nation has strung
together more than seven regular-season wins over top-10 foes.
Prior to the Kentucky loss, KU’s last regular-season loss to a top-
10 came to then-No. 1 Kentucky in the 2014 Champions Classic
1/18/14).

Even more impressive, prior to its Champions Classic loss to the
Wildcats in 2014, the Jayhawks amassed a streak of seven-straight
regular-season top-10 victories. This means that Kansas is an
astounding 20-2 in its last 22 regular-season contests against top-
10 ranked squads. Since Bill Self took the reins of the Jayhawks
in 2003, KU is 40-20 against top-10 teams, which includes
postseason play.

For the eighth-straight season and 18th time in the 23-year history
of the league, Kansas topped the men’s basketball Big 12 Preseason
Poll, announced by the league office Oct. 19. The Jayhawks received
all of the possible nine first-place votes in 2018-19 for the fourth-
consecutive season.

KU has captured 18 outright or shared Big 12 regular-season
championships in the previous 22 campaigns. The program’s 14
consecutive, from 2005-present, and 61 overall conference titles are
both NCAA records.

Inthe previous 17 occurrences Kansas has been named the preseason
favorite, the Jayhawks won the Big 12 regular-season on 15 occasions.

KU SIGNS TWO IN EARLY SIGNING PERIOD

Combo guards Issac “Mackey” McBride and Christian Braun signed
a National Letter of Intent to play men’s basketball at Kansas, KU
coach Bill Self announced Nov. 14.

A 6-foot-1, 180-pound guard from Little Rock, Arkansas, McBride
has rewritten the record book at Baptist Preparatory School. In
guiding Baptist Prep to three-straight state championships,
McBride set the school’s single-season scoring record with 707
points his sophomore year in 2016-17. As a junior, he broke his own
mark by scoring 883 points in 2017-18, which included a school-
record 46-point game. In that, McBride averaged 24.5 points, 4.0
rebounds, 2.5 assists and 1.6 steals per game in 2017-18.

McBride is a two-time all-state selection and was the most
valuable player of the last two state tournaments his sophomore
and junior seasons. A four-star recruit who is ranked 109 by Rivals.
com, McBride is the highest-ranked player in the state of Arkansas.
He plays AAU basketball for the Arkansas Hawks.

Originally from Burlington, Kansas, Braun (6-foot-6, 180 pounds)
moved to Overland Park, Kansas, his freshman year high school
and has won back-to-back 6A state championships his sophomore
and junior seasons at Blue Valley Northwest High School. A four-
star prospect who is ranked No. 112 by Rivals.com, last year Braun
averaged 14.2 points, 5.1 rebounds and 3.1 assists as a junior at
Blue Valley Northwest. Braun plays for MoKan on the AAU circuit.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR IN 2018-19

. Senior G Lagerald Vick has 1,100 career points, which is 46th on
the KU all-time scoring list. Vick is 28 points from 45th place
(Wayne Hightower; 1,28 from 1960-61).

. Vick has 167 career 3-pointers made which ranks 13th on the
KU career list. He is 13 3-pointers from the top 10.

. Dedric Lawson is making his mark on the KU record books,
now with 15 double-doubles as a Jayhawk. That figure ranks
tied for 11th on the school’s all-time single-season list. Thomas
Robinson holds the single-season record with 27 double-
doubles during the 2012 season. Lawson is one from the KU
top 10 in season DDs.

. Lawson has also pulled down 879 career rebounds (624 at
Memphis and 255 at Kansas) in 89 games, a mark that ranks
him 16th on the NCAA DI active list. He is the only active player
in the top 20 to have 800-plus rebounds in under 100 career
games.

. Lawson’s 9.9 career-rebound average is second on the NCAA
Division | active players’ list.

. Kansas is four victories shy from winning its 1,J00th conference
game. All-time, the Jayhawks are 1,096-366 in league play,
including 309-66 in the Big 12 era which started in 1996-97.

. The Jayhawks have featured the Big 12’s Player of the Year
each of the last two seasons (Frank Mason IIl - 2017, Devonte’
Graham - 2018). Since the league’s inception in 96-97, no
team has featured the conference player of the year in three-
consecutive seasons.

. KU will look to feature a consensus First Team All-American
for the third-straight year, something that has not occurred
in the program since 1922-25. Since 1990, only six NCAA DI
programs have boasted a consensus First Team AA in three-
straight seasons.
