KU has won 
eight of the last nine match-ups and, since Feb. 12, 1994, Kansas has won

Moore made three 3-pointers at Texas Tech (2/23) and his nine 
points for the game were his most in Big 12 play. Lightfoot has one 
steal in each of his last four games and four for the season. He is 
averaging 4.6 ppg and 6.2 rpg in his last five games.

ABOUT KANSAS STATE

Located in Manhattan, Kansas, with an enrollment of 22,221, No. 
16/15 Kansas State is 21-6 overall and leads the Big 12 race with 
an 11-3 league record after its 85-46 win versus Oklahoma State 
(2/23). The Wildcats have won 11 of their last 12 conference games 
and are 6-1 in Big 12 road contests this season having won their last 
six league road outings.

K-State is coached by Bruce Weber who is 146-86 in his seventh 
season at KSU and 458-241 in his 21st season overall. 

Kansas State leads the Big 12 in steals at 7.4 per game and 
defensive rebound percentage at 75.1. The Wildcats also rank 
in the top three in the conference in scoring defense (second at 
59.3), scoring margin (third at +7.2), 3-point field goal percentage 
defense (third at 31.2), rebounding defense (second at 31.4), 
turnover margin (second at +3.2) and assist-to-turnover ratio 
(third at 1.2). KSU has a 66.5 scoring average and +2.4 rebound 
margin. K-State also averages 7.0 3-point field goals, 13.9 assists 
and 2.0 blocked shots per game.

Senior G Barry Brown Jr. leads Kansas State in scoring at 15.7 
points per game, which is fourth in the Big 12. Brown leads the 
conference in steals at 2.0 and is third minutes played at 34.6 per 
contest. A preseason all-conference selection, Brown’s 74 assists 
are second most on the team and he has made 36 3-pointers. 

Preseason Big 12 Player of the Year Dean Wade is next in scoring 
at 13.1 points and he leads the team with 6.3 rebounds per contest. 
The senior forward has 59 assists and has made 19 3-pointers this 
season.

Junior F Xavier Sneed scores 10.4 points per game and he is 
second on the team with a 5.5 rebound average. He is also second 
among the Wildcats with 42 3-pointers made. 

Senior G Kamau Stokes is eighth in the Big 12 in assists at 3.3 
dimes per game. He averages 10.1 points per game and has made 
a team-high 49 3-pointers in 2018-19. Junior F Makol Mawien (6.7 
ppg, 4.5 rpg) rounds out the K-State starters. Mawien leads the 
team with 16 blocked shots.

ABOUT KANSAS

No. 15/16 Kansas is 20-7 overall and 9-5 in Big 12 play after its 91-62 
loss at No. 14/14 Texas Tech Feb. 23. In all games, Kansas ranks in 
the top three in the Big 12 in scoring offense (second at 76.4), field 
goal percentage (second at 47.2), field goal percentage defense 
(third at 40.8) and 3-point field goal percentage (third at 36.3). KU 
has a +1.3 rebound margin and also averages 7.5 3-pointers made, 
13.6 assists, 7.0 steals and 3.7 blocked shots per game.

Redshirt-junior F Dedric Lawson leads the Big 12 in scoring at 19.0 
ppg, rebounding at 10.1 rpg and with 16 double-doubles. A national 
player of the year and All-American candidate, Dedric Lawson has 
13 games of 20 or more points and his 16 DDs and is tied for 11th 
nationally. He is the only player in the league averaging a double-
double. A three-time Big 12 Player of the Week (11/12, 11/26, 12/26) 
and five-time league newcomer of the week (12/3, 12/17, 1/14, 1/28, 
2/11), Lawson leads KU with 29 blocked shots and his 1.1 blocks per 
game are fifth in the conference. His 50.3 field goal percentage is 
sixth in the league.

Freshman G Devon Dotson is averaging 16.3 ppg, 5.0 rpg, 4.5 
apg and 1.7 spg in his last six games. Included was a 15-point 
and career-high-tying eight assists against West Virginia (2/16). 
Named the Wayman Tisdale National Freshman of the Week on 
Feb. 12, Dotson ranks 17th in the Big 12 in scoring (12.0), sixth in 
assists (3.6), ninth in FG% (50.0), seventh in steals (1.4) and eighth 
in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.5).

Freshman G Ochai Agbaji has scored in double figures in three of 
his last four games and five of his last seven contests. In his last 
four outings, Agbaji averaged 13.7 points and 5.5 rebounds. That 
includes his second double-double of the season with 20 points 
and a career-high 11 rebounds at TCU (2/11). Agbaji pulled his 
redshirt prior to the TCU game (1/9) and averages 10.1 points and 
4.9 rebounds per contest and is making 51.1 percent from the floor. 

Freshman G Quentin Grimes has nine assists in his last three 
games and four steals in his last two contests. He is second on 
the team with 34 3-pointers made this season. Grimes has made 
multiple treys in three of his last six games. Grimes averages 7.5 
points and 2.3 rebounds per game.

After missing five games with a sprained ankle, sophomore G 
Marcus Garrett came back and had nine points on 4-of-6 shooting 
at Texas Tech (2/23). Garrett ranks third in the Big 12 with 1.7 steals 
per contest. He has 10 games with multiple steals in 2018-19. 
Garrett averages 7.3 points and 3.4 rebounds per game and has 
47 assists.

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THE SERIES

Kansas leads the overall series with Kansas State, 196-94, and has 
won eight of the last nine matchups. Since Feb. 12, 1994, Kansas has 
won 57 of the last 63 meetings with K-State. This series started in 
1907 and Kansas is 89-35 against Kansas State in games played in 
Lawrence, including a 48-18 record in Allen Fieldhouse. Beginning 
in Feb. 7, 2007, Kansas has won the last 12 meetings in Allen 
Fieldhouse. The last two outcomes have been by a combined three 
points (90-88 on Jan. 3, 2017 and 73-72 on Jan. 13, 2018). 

Since the inception of the Big 12 Conference, KU is 49-6 against 
KSU (39-6 in regular-season battles and 10-0 in the Big 12 
Championship). Kansas head coach Bill Self is 32-6 all-time against 
K-State, all while at KU. Expect a close game as three of the last six 
battles have been decided by three points or less and eight of the 
last 12 matchups have been single-digit outcomes.

LAST TIME OUT

A school-record 16 3-pointers and a 60 percent shooting night 
propelled the No. 14/14 Texas Tech Red Raiders to a 91-62 
win over the No. 12/12 Kansas Jayhawks Feb. 23 inside United 
Supermarkets Arena. Redshirt-junior Dedric Lawson led KU with 
14 points to go along with five rebounds, but that was countered 
with a game-high 26 points from TTU’s Jarrett Culver and six 
different Red Raiders hitting multiple 3-pointers to end KU’s 
eight-game winning streak in Lubbock.

Lawson led the Jayhawks in scoring for the 13th time this season, 
going 3-of-8 from the field and adding seven free throws to collect 
14 points in 26 minutes. Charlie Moore and Marcus Garrett each 
added nine points as the two combined to go 4-of-8 from 3-point 
range. David McCormack and K.J. Lawson rounded out KU’s top 
scorers as they added eight points apiece.

TEXAS TECH LEFTOVERS & NOTABLES

• Kansas’ loss gave Texas Tech its first win against Kansas 
in Lubbock since March 4, 2009, ending a KU eight-game 
winning streak in Lubbock meetings.

• The loss gave KU just its 10th loss under Bill Self in games 
following five or more days off. Kansas is now 70-10 in such 
games since 2003-04 and 4-1 this season. 

• Kansas’ 20 first-half points are the fewest by the Jayhawks in a 
half since KU scored 20 against Baylor (2/10/18). 

• KU’s 25-point halftime deficit was its largest since Kansas 
trailed 47-22 at Baylor on Feb. 12, 2001.

• KU’s 29-point loss marked its largest margin of defeat since 
Kentucky defeated Kansas by 32 points on Nov. 18, 2014, and 
the largest by a conference opponent since Oklahoma State 
topped the Jayhawks by 33 on Feb. 7, 2000.

• Kansas gave up a season-high 91 points. KU is now 3-7 in the 
Bill Self era when its opponent tallies 90 or more points.

• TTU’s 16 3-pointers marked the third-most ever by a Jayhawk 
opponent and the most this season. It also tied the TTU school 
record for single-game 3-pointers.

• Kansas’ 23 rebounds were its fewest since Kansas grabbed 23 
against Kansas State on Feb. 14, 2011.

• The Red Raiders were 16-of-26 from 3-point range for a 61.5 
percent clip. That’s the best 3-point shooting by a KU opponent 
with a minimum of five attempts since Iowa State hit 64.7 
percent of its tries on Feb. 5, 2001.

• The Red Raiders shot 60.7 percent from the field, the highest 
by a Kansas opponent since Long Beach State shot 62.8 
percent on Jan. 25, 1993.

• Tech’s 91 points were the most by a Jayhawk opponent since 
Iowa State hit 92 (2/4/17) and the most in a non-overtime 
game since Iowa State tallied 94 in a Jayhawk loss (3/14/14).

• Redshirt-junior F Dedric Lawson tallied 14 points, including a 
7-of-8 mark from the free throw line. Lawson has now scored 
10-plus points in 25 games this season and 81 times in his career.

• Dedric Lawson has now hit a 3-pointer in each of his last 
nine games. In that nine-game span, he has hit 17-of-33 (52 
percent) from beyond the arc.

• Dedric Lawson was the only Jayhawk to score in double-
figures marking the fewest double-figure scorers for KU since 
Kansas had just one against TCU on Jan. 28, 2015.

Big Monday (38-1 at home and 29-17 on the road), including 49-12 
under head coach Bill Self (28-0 at home and 21-12 on the road).

After its 80-76 win against Iowa State on Jan. 21, KU has won 
32-straight Big Monday games in Allen Fieldhouse. KU has won 
its last 13 ESPN Big Monday contests, including its first three this 
season.

GROWS

Redshirt-junior Dedric Lawson has a quickly growing collection 
of midseason accolades that have him among a small list of 
players on watch for national awards come season’s end. Here 
is a quick rundown of the recent announcements that included 
Lawson:

• Lawson was named to the 2018-19 Sporting News Midseason 

All-America First Team, the publication announced Jan. 15. 
Last year, 11 of the 15 players on the midseason team made on 
the final ballot. 

• On Feb. 4, Lawson was named to the John R. Wooden Award 

presented by Wendy’s Late Season Top 20 list by the Los 
Angeles Athletic Club. Kansas has had representation each of 
the last two seasons at the Wooden Award ceremony as Frank 
Mason III won the award in 2017 and Devonte’ Graham was a 
finalist last year. Lawson is vying to become the third Jayhawk 
to win the honor with Mason in 2017 and Danny Manning in 1988.

• On Feb. 6, Lawson was named one of 12 to the Oscar Robertson 

Trophy Final Midseason Watch List by the USBWA. Like the 
Wooden, the Oscar Robertson Trophy recognizes the national 
player of the year. Frank Mason III was the first KU player to win 
the Oscar Robertson Trophy in 2017. 

• On Feb. 7, Lawson was named one of 10 finalists for the Karl 

Malone Power Forward of the Year by the Naismith Hall of 
Fame. Established in 2015, the Karl Malone Power Forward of 
the Year will be narrowed down to five finalists with the winner 
being named April 12, 2019.

• On Feb. 13, Lawson was one of 30 named to the Naismith 

Trophy Midseason Team by the Atlanta Tip Off Club. KU’s Frank 
Mason III won the honor in 2017 as did Danny Manning in 1988. 
The Naismith Trophy will narrow down its nominees to 10 on 
March 6 and later will announce its four finalists.

YOUTH MOVEMENT

Kansas has one of the youngest teams in the nation having started 
four freshmen in each of its last three games. In KU’s 14 conference 
games, the Jayhawk freshmen have accounted for 46 percent of 
the minutes played and 41.8 percent of the scoring.

KANSAS STREAKING AT HOME (AGAIN)

The Jayhawks are once again building an impressive winning 
streak on their home court, something that has been a 
common occurrence in Lawrence over recent decades. KU has 
won 19-straight home games, 18 of which have come at Allen 
Fieldhouse (Dec. 8, 2018 win at Sprint Center considered a home 
game). The streak currently ranks as the fifth-longest active 
among NCAA DI schools. KU’s last home loss came to Oklahoma 
State on Feb. 3, 2018.

Kansas has posted home-court winning streaks of 20 games or 
more 14 times, with 10 of those streaks coming at Allen Fieldhouse. 
The program record is 69-straight home wins from Feb. 7, 2007 to 
Jan. 22, 2011. That streak is a Big 12 record and the 11th-longest in 
NCAA DI history.

KU’s record against top-10 ranked opponents is even more 
impressive.

Last season, KU’s top-10 wins included Kentucky, West Virginia, 
Texas Tech and Duke. Since Bill Self’s first season, the Jayhawks 
are 13-3 against AP top-10 teams inside Allen Fieldhouse, which 
includes KU’s current streak of nine-straight home victories 
against top-10 foes.

DOUBLE-DOUBLE MACHINE

After his 14 points and 10 rebounds at TCU (2/11), redshirt-junior 
F Dedric Lawson leads the Big 12 with 16 double-doubles this 
season, including five of his last nine contests and eight in his last 
14 outings. Lawson entered the 2018-19 season with 36 double-
doubles in his two seasons at Memphis. He had 17 as a freshman in 
2015-16 and 19 as a sophomore in 2016-17. 

Lawson’s 52 career double-doubles are fourth on the NCAA 
Division I active list. Lawson is the only non-senior on the NCAA 
Division I top-10 list.

Lawson is also already making his impact on the Kansas single-
season double-double chart. His 16 DDs are tied for ninth on the 
school’s top-10 list of single-season double-doubles and he is 
three DDs from the top five. Thomas Robinson holds the record 
with 27 DDs in the 2011-12 season.

KANSAS IN THE NATIONAL POLLS

plus seasons. Kansas also been listed in the top-25 of the Coaches’ 
polls for 205-straight weeks, a figure which also leads the nation.

TOP-10 TRIUMPHS

The loss at then-No. 8 Kentucky on Jan. 26, ended one of the more 
remarkable regular-season streaks in the nation. The Jayhawks won 
13-straight regular-season games over teams ranked in the top-10 of 
the AP poll, which included two wins this season (92-87 vs. then-No. 
10 Michigan St., 87-81 vs. then-No. 5 Tennessee). Since the 1996-97 
season, no other team in the nation has strung together more than 
seven regular-season wins over top-10 foes. Prior to the Kentucky 
loss, KU’s last regular-season loss to a top-10 came to then-No. 1 
Kentucky in the 2014 Champions Classic (11/18/14).

Even more impressive, prior to its Champions Classic loss to the 
Wildcats in 2014, the Jayhawks amassed a streak of seven-straight 
regular-season top-10 victories.

KU SIGNS TWO IN EARLY SIGNING PERIOD

Combo guards Issac “Mackey” McBride and Christian Braun signed 
a National Letter of Intent to play men’s basketball at Kansas, KU 
coach Bill Self announced Nov. 14.

A 6-foot-1, 180-pound guard from Little Rock, Arkansas, McBride 
has rewritten the record book at Baptist Preparatory School. In 
guiding Baptist Prep to three-straight state championships, 
McBride set the school’s single-season scoring record with 707 
points his sophomore year in 2016-17. As a junior, he broke his own 
mark by scoring 883 points in 2017-18, which included a school-
record 46-point game. In that, McBride averaged 24.5 points, 4.0 
rebounds, 2.5 assists and 1.6 steals per game in 2017-18.
 
McBride is a two-time all-state selection and was the most 
valuable player of the last two state tournaments his sophomore 
and junior seasons. A four-star recruit who is ranked 109 by Rivals.
com, McBride is the highest-ranked player in the state of Arkansas. 
He plays AAU basketball for the Arkansas Hawks. 

Originally from Burlington, Kansas, Braun (6-foot-6, 180 pounds) 
moved to Overland Park, Kansas, his freshman year high school 
and has won back-to-back 6A state championships his sophomore 
and junior seasons at Blue Valley Northwest High School. A four-
star prospect who is ranked No. 112 by Rivals.com, last year Braun 
averaged 14.2 points, 5.1 rebounds and 3.1 assists as a junior at 
Blue Valley Northwest. Braun plays for MoKan on the AAU circuit.

• Senior G Lagerald Vick has 1,100 career points, which is 46th on 
the KU all-time scoring list. Vick is 28 points from 45th place 
(Wayne Hightower; 1,128 from 1960-61).  

• Vick has 167 career 3-pointers made which ranks 13th on the 
KU career list. He is 13 3-pointers from the top 10. 

• Dedric Lawson is making his mark on the KU record books, 
now with 16 double-doubles as a Jayhawk. That figure ranks 
tied for ninth on the school’s all-time single-season list. 
Thomas Robinson holds the single-season record with 27 
double-doubles during the 2012 season. 

• Lawson has also pulled down 898 career rebounds (624 at 
Memphis and 274 at Kansas) in 92 games, a mark that ranks 
him 16th on the NCAA DI active list. He is the only active player 
in the top 20 to have 800-plus rebounds in under 100 career 
games.

• Lawson’s 9.8 career-rebound average is second on the NCAA 
Division I active players’ list. 

• Kansas is three victories shy from winning its 1,100th 
conference game. All-time, the Jayhawks are 1,097-367 in 
league play, including 310-67 in the Big 12 era which started 
in 1996-97.

• The Jayhawks have featured the Big 12’s Player of the Year 
each of the last two seasons (Frank Mason III - 2017, Devonte’ 
Graham - 2018). Since the league’s inception in 1996-97, no 
team has featured the conference player of the year in three-
consecutive seasons.

• Bill Self was named the eighth coach in Kansas basketball history on April 21, 2003. 
• In September 2017, Self was inducted into the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in 

Springfield, Massachusetts.
• Self won his 600th career game on Dec. 6, 2016, with KU’s 105-62 win against UMKC. He became 

the 46th coach in NCAA Division I to accomplish the feat and the ninth fastest.
• While at Kansas, Self has won a national championship, a KU- and NCAA-record 14-straight 

regular-season Big 12 Conference titles and eight league tournament championships. 
• At Kansas, Self has won more regular-season league titles (14) than he has home losses (13) in 

Allen Fieldhouse. With KU’s win versus Siena (11/18/16), Self became the winningest coach in Allen 
Fieldhouse, posting his 207th victory in the venue.

• In his first trip to the Final Four in 2008, Self’s team won the title. Self is one of 11 active coaches 
in NCAA Division I to have won a national title. Kansas’ 14-straight conference titles (2005-18) is 
the longest streak in NCAA Division I history.

• In Self’s first 15 seasons at Kansas, he has coached 11 NBA Lottery selections including Andrew 
Wiggins and Joel Embiid, the No. 1 and No. 3 overall selections in the 2014 NBA Draft. Wiggins was 
the second-ever Jayhawk to go No. 1 with the other being Danny Manning in 1988.

• Self has guided his teams to 20-straight 23-win seasons dating back to 1998-99. 
• Self’s teams have won 18 league crowns in the last 20 years, including the 2018 title. The other two 

seasons resulted in runner-up conference finishes.
• Kansas’ four-straight 30-win seasons from 2009-10 to 2012-13 are the most consecutive 30-win 

seasons in NCAA history (note: Memphis did it from 2006-09 yet later vacated the 2008 season). 
• Self was the head coach for Team USA’s U18 team that competed and won gold at the 2018 FIBA 

Americas Championship held in St. Catherines, Canada, in the summer of 2018.
• Self is one of five coaches in NCAA Division I history to have led three different teams - Tulsa, 

Illinois and Kansas - to the NCAA Elite Eight, including seven times with KU (2004-07-08-11-12-16-
17). The other coaches are: Gene Bartow, John Calipari, Rick Pitino and Eddie Sutton.

• A 1985 graduate of Oklahoma State, Self began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at 
Kansas in 1985-86 under head coach Larry Brown. He then returned to his alma mater as an 
assistant for seven seasons under coaches Leonard Hamilton and Eddie Sutton. His first head 
coaching job was at Oral Roberts in 1993-94, then Tulsa (1997-98), Illinois (2000-03) and Kansas 
(2003-present).
