•	 No. 2/2 Kansas (7-0) will host New Mexico State (7-1) in the Jayhawk 
Shootout inside Sprint Center on Saturday, Dec. 8, at 7:30 p.m. 

•	 The Jayhawks and Aggies are meeting for the fourth time in men’s 
basketball with the last meeting in the 2015 NCAA Tournament, a Kansas 
75-56 win in Omaha, Nebraska, in the first round of the event. 

•	 Kansas is looking to go 8-0 for the first time since the 2010-11 team 
opened the season 18-0. An 8-0 record would be the fifth in head coach 
Bill Self’s 16 seasons at KU. 

•	 At 7-0, Kansas is one of 10 teams in NCAA Division I still undefeated. 
•	 The Jayhawks are 38-9 in games played inside Sprint Center and 224-83 

all-time playing in Kansas City. KU has won 25 conference tournament 
titles in K.C., with five of those coming at Sprint Center.

•	 Kansas is the only team in the Big 12 that has two players ranked in the 
top five in league scoring. Redshirt junior F Dedric Lawson is third at 19.0 
ppg, while senior G Lagerald Vick is fifth at 17.9 ppg. 

•	 With three double-doubles in his last four games and four-straight 
20-point outings, Lawson is the only player in the Big 12 to average a 
double-double with a 17.9 ppg and 10.7 rpg.

•	 Dedric Lawson has four double-doubles this season, which leads the Big 
12 and is 15th nationally. With 40 all-time, Lawson is fourth on the NCAA 
active double-double career list.

•	 Lagerald Vick leads the conference in 3-point field goals made per game 
at 4.0 and 3-point field goal percentage (57.1) and is 28-of-45 (62.2 
percent) from 3-point range in his last six games. 

•	 Kansas is 4-for-4 in Big 12 Player of the Week honors this season with 
Dedric Lawson on Nov. 12 and 26 and Lagerald Vick winning the honor 
on Nov. 19 and Dec. 3. Additionally, freshman Quentin Grimes was the Big 
12 Newcomer of the Week Nov. 12 while Lawson earned the newcomer 
nod on Dec. 3.

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ABOUT NEW MEXICO STATE
Located in Las Cruces, New Mexico, with an enrollment of 14,852, 
New Mexico State is 7-1 on the season and brings a five-game 
winning streak to Kansas City. The Aggies are coached by Chris 
Jans who is 35-7 in his second season at NMSU and 56-19 in his 
third season overall.

New Mexico State is the preseason favorite of the coaches 
and the media to win the Western Athletic Conference title for 
the second-straight year. The Aggies average 81.0 points per 
game and have a +13.1 scoring margin. NMSU also dominates 
the boards, pulling down 38.5 per contest with a +8.5 rebound 
margin. The Aggies make 9.0 3-pointers per game and average 
13.0 assists, 5.3 steals and 2.1 blocked shots per contest. 

New Mexico State is deep as 12 Aggies average 11 or more minutes 
per game. Redshirt junior G AJ Harris leads team in scoring at 12.3 
points per game. He is second on the squad with 19 assists and 
has made 11 3-pointers this season.

Junior F Ivan Aurrecoechea is next in scoring at 11.6 points per 
game. He is second on the team with a 5.8 rebound average. 
Junior G Terrell Brown comes off the bench to score 11.1 points per 
contest. He leads NMSU with 16 3-pointers made. 

Redshirt senior F Eli Chuha has started four games and leads the 
team with 6.7 rebounds per contest. Chuha scores 9.3 points per 
game and has four blocked shots. Redshirt senior G JoJo Zamora 
is a starter who averages 8.3 points, while junior G Clayton Henry 
(6.6 ppg, 4.3 rpg) has seven starts in eight games. 

Other New Mexico State regulars include: junior F Mohamed 
Thiam (5.5 ppg, 3.8 rpg), redshirt sophomore F Johnny McCants 
(5.5 ppg, 4.5 rpg, team-high six blocked shots), redshirt freshman 
G Jabari Rice (4.9 ppg), redshirt junior F C.J. Bobbit (4.8 ppg, 3.1 
rpg), junior G Shunn Buchanan (3.0 ppg, team-high 23 assists) 
and senior G Keyon Jones (2.3 ppg, 2.6 rpg). 

THE SERIES
Kansas and New Mexico State have met three times previously 
with KU winning all three matchups. This series dates back 53 
years when the Jayhawks defeated the Aggies, 102-51, on Dec. 7, 
1965, in Allen Fieldhouse. Fast forward 43 years and Kansas won 
the second matchup, 100-79, on Dec. 3, 2008. That game was 
also played in Allen Fieldhouse.

The Jayhawks and Aggies last met in the opening round of the 
2015 NCAA Tournament’s Midwest Region in Omaha, Nebraska. 
KU went on the win the contest 75-56 behind 17 points from 
Frank Mason III. Mason tied Landen Lucas for the team lead in 
rebounds with nine apiece.

2018-19 QUICK FACTS

ABOUT KANSAS
No. 2 Kansas is 7-0 for the second-straight season and sixth time 
under head coach Bill Self after its 72-47 win against Wofford Dec. 
4. Through seven games, Kansas leads the Big 12 in scoring offense 
at 84.4. The Jayhawks also rank in the top three in the league in 
field goal percentage (third at 49.1) and assist-to-turnover ratio 
(third at 1.3). KU averages 39.9 rebounds per game with a +3.9 
rebound margin. The Jayhawks have outrebounded six of seven 
opponents this season.

Redshirt junior F Dedric Lawson has four-straight 20-point games 
with three of those being double-doubles. He leads Kansas with 
a 19.0 scoring average, which is third in the Big 12. With his 10.7 
rebounds per game, Lawson is the only player in the Big 12 to 
average a double-double. A two-time Big 12 Player of the Week 
and the conference newcomer of the week last week, Lawson also 
leads KU with 22 assists. 

Senior G Lagerald Vick is next in scoring at 17.9 points per game, 
which is fifth in the league. He leads the Big 12 in 3-point field made 
per game at 4.0 and 3-point field goal percentage at 57.1 percent. 
Vick is 28-of-45 (62.2 percent) from beyond the arc in his last six 
outings. Vick is tied for second on the team lead with 10 steals.

Junior C Udoka Azubuike left the Wofford (12/4) game with a 
sprained ankle and is out indefinitely. Azubuike scores 12.9 points 
per game and his 6.1 rebound average is tied for 11th in the league. 
Freshmen guards Devon Dotson and Quentin Grimes combined for 
30 points against Wofford (12/4) and round out the KU starters. 
Dotson scores 11.4 points per game and leads KU with 13 steals. 
Grimes averages 8.7 points per game and he is second on the team 
with 10 3-point field goals made.

Sophomore G Marcus Garrett started the Wofford contest and 
recorded a season-high seven rebounds to go along with seven 
points. Garrett averages 6.0 points and 3.2 rebounds per game 
and has 14 assists. Other KU regulars include redshirt sophomore 
G Charlie Moore (3.4 ppg, 10 assists), redshirt sophomore G K.J. 
Lawson (3.0 ppg, 2.6 rpg), freshman F David McCormack (2.2 ppg, 
2.3 rpg) and junior F Mitch Lightfoot (1.1 ppg, 1.4 rpg).

LAST TIME OUT
The combo of freshman Devon Dotson, redshirt-junior Dedric 
Lawson, and a 27-0 second-half run proved to be too much for 
Wofford as the No. 2 Kansas Jayhawks claimed a 72-47 win over the 
Terriers Dec. 4 inside Allen Fieldhouse. With Wofford coming into 
the game averaging 11 3-pointers per game, some stout Jayhawk 
defense helped close out on the perimeter, leading to the Terriers to 
a 3-of-23 clip from beyond the arc, a season low. 

It was a cold-shooting first half for both squads as the two teams 
combined to hit just three 3-pointers on a total of 19 attempts. 
Despite the cold touch from deep and an early injury to junior center 
Udoka Azubuike, the Jayhawks managed to take a 29-26 lead into 
the halftime locker room. This was due to 18-combined points from 
Lawson, Dotson and Marcus Garrett in the opening 20 minutes. 
 
After Wofford cut the lead back to within two at the 11:15 mark of the 
second half, the Jayhawks didn’t look back. Kansas exploded on a 
27-0 run over the next 8:49 to put the visitors away once and for all. 
 
Lawson showed his consistency and experience with 20 points and 
eight rebounds on the night, shooting an impressive 10-of-17 from 
the field. Dotson continued his hot streak as he finished with 16 
points on 6-of-9 shooting. He also dished out three assists. Grimes 
bounced back after some quiet outings with 14 points.

•	 Kansas won its ninth-straight game in Allen Fieldhouse,

8-2 run, Kansas responded with a 27-0 run over a span of 8:49 
to go up 78-41. During that stretch, Kansas was 12-of-16 from 
the floor (75 percent).

•	 Wofford’s 47 points marked an opponent season-low for the 
Jayhawks. This total was the lowest by a Jayhawk foe since the 
Montana Grizzlies scored 46 in KU’s 88-46 win on Dec. 19, 2015.

No. 1 Kansas will face No. 10 Michigan State in the State 
Fram Champions Classic in Indianapolis, Ind., on Nov. 6. 
The contest will sart at 6 p.m. and will be televised on 
ESPN. 

Kansas is 3-4 in the Champions Classic, which includes a 
1-1 record against Michigan State. 

Michigan State leads the overall series with Kansas, 
7-6, but the Jayhawks have won two of the last three 
meetings.

•	 Kansas forced 18 Wofford turnovers. Kansas has now forced 18 
or more turnovers three times in its seven games this season. 
Last year, the Jayhawks forced 18+ opponent turnovers three 
times in 38 games.

•	 The Jayhawks were able to convert Wofford’s 18 turnovers into 
25 points. Kansas has scored 25 or more points off opponent 
turnovers three times already this season.

•	 Wofford entered the game averaging 11 3-point field goals per 
game this season. The Jayhawks held the Terriers to season 
lows in both 3-point field goals (5) and 3-point percentage 
(19.2).

•	 The Jayhawks held Wofford to a field goal percentage of 26.2, 
which was 21.1 percent below its season average of 47.5 percent 
per game. This is the lowest opponent shooting percentage 
since Kansas held Texas to 21.8 percent (12-of-55) on Feb. 16,

•	 Freshman G Devon Dotson’s 16 points marked the fourth-
straight game he has hit double figures and the third time this 
season he has tallied 16 or more points.

•	 Freshman G Garrett Luinstra made his Kansas debut when he 
entered the contest with 1:02 remaining in the second half.

KANSAS IN KANSAS CITY
Kansas City has been a second home for KU over the years. The 
Jayhawks’ first-ever game -- a 16-5 loss to Kansas City YMCA on 
Feb. 3, 1899 -- was played in Kansas City. The Dec. 8, 2018, Jayhawk 
Shootout will mark KU’s 308th all-time game played in Kansas City, 
and its 48th in Sprint Center. Excluding exhibition contests, KU is 
38-9 in Sprint Center including winning the 2008, 2010, 2011, 2013, 
2016 and 2018 Big 12 Championships in the venue and the 2012 and 
2016 CBE Hall of Fame Classics.

In a rematch of the 2018 NCAA Final Four semifinal, 
Kansas will host defending national champion Villanova on 
Saturday, Dec. 15, at 11 a.m. (Central) on ESPN.

Villanova holds a 4-3 series advantage and the Wildcats 
have won the last three meetings. This will be only the 
second meeting in Lawrence with the first on Jan. 2, 2004, 
a KU 86-79 win. 

This will mark the third time in the arena’s 63 years that KU 
will host the defending NCAA Champion at Allen Fieldhouse. 
KU fell to the 1962 champion Cincinnati, 64-49, on Dec. 16, 
1962 and defeated the 1995 champion UCLA Bruins, 85-70, 
on Dec. 1, 1995.

VICK MAKING 3-POINT HISTORY
Kansas senior Lagerald Vick recorded one of the best five-game 
shooting stretches in program history. In five outings from Nov. 12 
to Dec. 1, the Memphis product combined for a 28-of-43 clip from 
3-point range, good for 65.1 percent in that span.

His 28 triples are the most in program history for a Jayhawk over a 
five-game span. Only one other Jayhawk in school history who has 
hit 25 or more threes over a five-game stretch. “Downtown” Terry 
Brown (1989-91), connected on 25 or more treys over a string of five 
outings on two occasions during the 1990-91 season.

Vick’s 65.1 percent shooting in that span has not been matched 
by another Jayhawk. The two closest are Brown and Sviatoslav 
Mykhailiuk. Over five games during the 2017-18 season, Mykhailiuk 
hit 22-of-41 tries (53.7 percent) in the Jayhawks’ first five outings 
of conference play.

TOP-10 TRIUMPHS
With its win over then-No. 5 Tennessee in the title game of the 
NIT Season Tip-Off on Nov. 23, Kansas extended an impressive 
streak. The Jayhawks’ victory marked their 13th-straight over an 
Associated Press top-10 opponent in regular-season play. Since 
the 1996-97 season, no other team in the nation has strung 
together more than seven regular-season wins over top-10 foes. 
KU’s last regular-season loss to a team ranked in the AP’s top-10 
came to No. 1 Kentucky in the 2014 Champions Classic (11/18/14).

Even more impressive, prior to its Champions Classic loss to 
the Wildcats in 2014, the Jayhawks amassed a streak of seven-
straight regular-season top-10 victories. This means that Kansas 
is an astounding 20-1 in its last 21 regular-season contests 
against top-10 ranked squads.

Since Bill Self took the reins of the Jayhawks in 2003, KU is 40-
20 against top-10 teams, which includes postseason play.

• Kansas has 2,255 all-time victories, second most in NCAA 
Division I history (Kentucky).

• From the 2008-09 season to the present (11 seasons) 
Kansas has held 350 of its 376 opponents under 50 
percent shooting.

• KU has held opponents to fewer than 100 points in 563 of 
it last 565 games. The last team to score 100 on Kansas 
in a 40-minute game was Oklahoma (100-78) on Feb. 
27, 1990. 

• The Jayhawks have won 13-straight regular-season 
games against AP top-10 teams, as well as 20 of their 
last 21. Under Bill Self, KU is 40-20 against top-10 
opponents, a figure that includes postseason play.

 In KU’s 90-84 overtime win against Stanford Dec. 1, Vick scored 
19 of his 27 points in the final 7:30 of regulation and overtime. The 
Memphis guard made a 3-pointer with just under seven seconds 
remaining to send the game into the extra period. Vick then 
scored KU’s first eight points in OT. His seven 3-pointers marked 
the third time this season he has made seven or more treys.
 
Lawson tallied his third-straight and fourth double-double of the 
season with 24 points and 15 rebounds against the Cardinal. The 
Memphis forward was 10-for-11 from the free throw line and his 15 
rebounds marked a season high. 
 
Through games as of Dec. 2, Vick leads the Big 12 in scoring at 
20.8 points per game. He also leads the league in 3-point field 
goal percentage at 59.6 and in 3-pointers made per game at 4.7. 
Lawson is the only player in the Big 12 averaging a double-double. 
He leads the conference in rebounds at 11.2 per game and his 18.8 
scoring average is fifth in the league.
 
Kansas is 4-for-4 in Big 12 Player of the Week honors this season 
with Vick and Lawson each being named twice. This is the second 
time KU has swept the weekly honors in 2018-19 as Lawson was 
the player and freshman guard Quentin Grimes the newcomer on 
Nov. 12. Additionally, this is the second time in the 23-year history 
of the Big 12 that Kansas has swept the weekly honor twice in one 
season with the other in 2013-14.

Many talk about how tough the Kansas schedule is for 2018-19.

Dec. 8, 1956: Behind 39 points from Wilt Chamberlain, Kansas defeated Marquette 78-61, in Allen Fieldhouse to move to 
2-0 on the 1956-57 season. Chamberlain also pulled down 22 rebounds and blocked 14 shots against the Warriors to record 
a triple-double. Kansas guard Maurice King scored 16 points, while Ronald Johnston added 10 in the victory. The Jayhawks 
finished the regular season with a 21-2 record and a first-place finish in the Big Seven Conference. Kansas went on to win 
its first three games of the NCAA Tournament to advance to the national championship game against North Carolina. The 
1956-57 season ended with a heartbreaking 54-53 triple-overtime loss to UNC in one of the most legendary games in college 
basketball history.

Kansas has been ranked in each of the last 185 AP polls dating 
back to Feb. 3, 2009, which is the longest active streak in NCAA 
Division I. For the third time in poll history Kansas entered the 
season ranked No. 1 by Associated Press (AP), as the AP released 
its poll Oct. 22. Three days later, Oct. 25, Kansas was once again 
picked No. 1 in the USA TODAY Coaches’ Poll. 

This is the fifth-straight year the Jayhawks have opened the season 
in the top five of the coaches’ poll. The No. 1 ranking marked the 
ninth time KU has been preseason No. 3 or higher in the coaches’ 
poll. Additionally, it was the 13th time in the Bill Self era the 
Jayhawks have been preseason seventh or higher, including each 
of the last seven seasons.

PRESEASON ALL-BIG 12
Kansas’ Dedric Lawson, Quentin Grimes and Udoka Azubuike each 
garnered recognition on the 2018-19 Preseason All-Big 12 Team as 
voted on by the league’s men’s basketball coaches, the conference 
office announced Oct. 17.
 
Lawson was named the 2018-19 Preseason Big 12 Newcomer of the 
Year, while Grimes was dubbed the league’s preseason freshman 
of the year. Lawson was also a preseason all-conference first-team 
selection, while Azubuike and Grimes secured preseason honorable 
mention honors. Coaches were not allowed to vote for their own 
student-athletes in the selection process.

PRESEASON BIG 12 POLL
For the eighth-straight season and 18th time in the 23-year 
history of the league, Kansas topped the men’s basketball Big 
12 Preseason Poll, announced by the league office Oct. 19. The 
Jayhawks received all of the possible nine first-place votes in 
2018-19 for the fourth-consecutive season.
 
KU has captured 18 outright or shared Big 12 regular-season 
championships in the previous 22 campaigns. The program’s 14 
consecutive, from 2005-present, and 61 overall conference titles 
are both NCAA records.
 
Historically, in the previous 17 occurrences Kansas has been named 
the preseason favorite, the Jayhawks won the Big 12 regular-
season on 15 occasions. This includes the first preseason poll in 
1996-97 in which only a media poll was conducted.

Freshman guard 
Devon Dotson is up for the Bob Cousy Point Guard of the Year Award, 
freshman guard Quentin Grimes for the Jerry West Shooting Guard 
of the Year Award, RS-junior forward Dedric Lawson for the Karl 
Malone Power Forward of the Year Award and junior center Udoka 
Azubuike for the Kareem Abdul-Jabbar Center of the Year Award. 

Historically, Kansas has had numerous student-athletes named as 
candidates and finalists, including last year with Devonte’ Graham 
being a Cousy finalist. In 2017, Frank Mason III was the recipient of 
the Cousy Award.

KANSAS VS TOP-25 TEAMS
With its win over No. 5 Tennessee in the NIT title game on Nov. 
23 and versus No. 10 Michigan State to open the season on Nov. 
6, Kansas added to an impressive record against ranked teams 
during the Bill Self era. Under Self, Kansas is now 92-45 against 
AP-ranked opponents. In his first 15 seasons at KU, Self’s Jayhawks 
have collected four wins or more over top-25 ranked foes in 12 of 
those seasons, which includes a 37-16 record from 2014-present.

Kansas’ record against top-10 ranked opponents is even more 
impressive. KU is 18-4 against foes ranked inside the top-10 of 
the AP poll since 2013-14, including 4-1 in 2017-18. Last season, 
KU’s top-10 wins included Kentucky, West Virginia, Texas Tech and 
Duke. Since Bill Self’s first season, the Jayhawks are 13-3 against 
AP top-10 teams inside Allen Fieldhouse, which includes KU’s 
current streak of nine-straight home victories against top-10 foes.

HISTORICALLY SPEAKING
Udoka Azubuike ended 2017-18 with the top field goal percentage 
in NCAA Division I at 77.0 percent and he was the only player 
shooting 70 percent or better with a minimum of five shots made 
per game. Azubuike broke the Big 12 single-season record of 69.3 
percent, previously set by Ricardo Ratliffe of Missouri in 2011-12. 

With a minimum of 175 attempts, Azubuike broke the Kansas 
single-season field goal percentage record of 64.6 percent by 
Mark Randall in 1988-89.

KU SIGNS TWO IN EARLY SIGNING PERIOD
Combo guards Issac “Mackey” McBride and Christian Braun have 
each signed a National Letter of Intent to play men’s basketball at 
Kansas, KU head coach Bill Self announced Nov. 14, the first day of 
the signing period.

A 6-foot-1, 180-pound guard from Little Rock, Arkansas, McBride 
has rewritten the record book at Baptist Preparatory School. In 
guiding Baptist Prep to three-straight state championships, 
McBride set the school’s single-season scoring record with 707 
points his sophomore year in 2016-17. As a junior, he broke his own 
mark by scoring 883 points in 2017-18, which included a school-
record 46-point game. In that, McBride averaged 24.5 points, 4.0 
rebounds, 2.5 assists and 1.6 steals per game in 2017-18.
 
McBride is a two-time all-state selection and was the most 
valuable player of the last two state tournaments his sophomore 
and junior seasons. A four-star recruit who is ranked 109 by Rivals.
com, McBride is the highest-ranked player in the state of Arkansas. 
He plays AAU basketball for the Arkansas Hawks.
 
Originally from Burlington, Kansas, Braun (6-foot-6, 180 pounds) 
moved to Overland Park, Kansas, his freshman year high school 
and has won back-to-back 6A state championships his sophomore 
and junior seasons at Blue Valley Northwest High School. A four-
star prospect who is ranked No. 112 by Rivals.com, last year Braun 
averaged 14.2 points, 5.1 rebounds and 3.1 assists as a junior at 
Blue Valley Northwest. Braun plays for MoKan on the AAU circuit.

•	 Lagerald Vick has 900 career points and is 100 from 
becoming the 61st Jayhawk to score 1,000 career points. 

•	 Vick has 129 career 3-pointers made which ranks 20th on 
the KU career list. His seven against Stanford (12/1) moved 
him into the KU top 20.

•	 Udoka Azubuike has 88 career blocked shots and his 60 last 
season were the most since Joel Embiid swatted 72 in 2013-
14. Azubuike is 12 shy of becoming the 20th player in school 
history to record 100 blocked shots. 

•	 Not far behind Azubuike’s blocked shots is junior Mitch 
Lightfoot with 69 career swats in two-plus seasons.

•	 Azubuike has a career field goal percentage of 74.5 as he 
is 274-for-368. The KU career field goal percentage record, 
with a minimum of 500 attempts, is 62.0 by Mark Randall 
(643-for-1,037 in 1987, 89-91).

•	 Kansas is 11 wins shy from winning its 1,100th conference 
game. All-time, the Jayhawks are 1,089-364 in league play 
and are 302-64 in the Big 12.

•	 Bill Self was named the eighth coach in Kansas basketball history on April 21, 2003. 
•	 In September 2017, Self was inducted into the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in 

Springfield, Massachusetts.
•	 Self won his 600th career game on Dec. 6, 2016, with KU’s 105-62 win against UMKC. He became 

the 46th coach in NCAA Division I to accomplish the feat and the ninth fastest.
•	 While at Kansas, Self has won a national championship, a KU- and NCAA-record 14-straight 

regular-season Big 12 Conference titles and eight league tournament championships. 
•	 At Kansas, Self has won more regular-season league titles (14) than he has home losses (13) in 

Allen Fieldhouse. With KU’s win versus Siena (11/18/16), Self became the winningest coach in Allen 
Fieldhouse, posting his 207th victory in the venue.

•	 In his first trip to the Final Four in 2008, Self’s team won the title. Self is one of 11 active coaches 
in NCAA Division I to have won a national title. Kansas’ 14-straight conference titles (2005-18) is 
the longest streak in NCAA Division I history.

•	 In Self’s first 15 seasons at Kansas, he has coached 11 NBA Lottery selections including Andrew 
Wiggins and Joel Embiid, the No. 1 and No. 3 overall selections in the 2014 NBA Draft. Wiggins was 
the second-ever Jayhawk to go No. 1 with the other being Danny Manning in 1988.

•	 Self has guided his teams to 20-straight 23-win seasons dating back to 1998-99. 
•	 Self’s teams have won 18 league crowns in the last 20 years, including the 2018 title. The other two 

seasons resulted in runner-up conference finishes.
•	 Kansas’ four-straight 30-win seasons from 2009-10 to 2012-13 are the most consecutive 30-win 

seasons in NCAA history (note: Memphis did it from 2006-09 yet later vacated the 2008 season). 
•	 Self was the head coach for Team USA’s U18 team that competed and won gold at the 2018 FIBA 

Americas Championship held in St. Catherines, Canada, in the summer of 2018.
•	 Self is one of five coaches in NCAA Division I history to have led three different teams - Tulsa, 

Illinois and Kansas - to the NCAA Elite Eight, including seven times with KU (2004-07-08-11-12-16-
17). The other coaches are: Gene Bartow, John Calipari, Rick Pitino and Eddie Sutton.

•	 A 1985 graduate of Oklahoma State, Self began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at 
Kansas in 1985-86 under head coach Larry Brown. He then returned to his alma mater as an 
assistant for seven seasons under coaches Leonard Hamilton and Eddie Sutton. His first head 
coaching job was at Oral Roberts in 1993-94, then Tulsa (1997-98), Illinois (2000-03) and Kansas 
(2003-present).
