SCENE SETTER: The Shockers renew their in-state rivalry against Kansas on Wednesday night, after
Tuesday'’s scheduled contest against Oklahoma was postponed due to inclement weather. Last weekend
Wichita State dropped two of three games against New Mexico, including their first shutout defeat of the
season on Friday at the hands of Lobos ace Riley Egloff. The bats came to life over the course of the final two
games, as the Shockers banged out a combined 22 runs on 26 hits, including six home runs. Sunday’s 13-7
slugfest featured a combined 12 pitchers, as the two starters combined to issue 11 walks. Wichita State
opened the season dropping their first six games, the worst start to a campaign since the 1953 season.
The Shockers are coming off a 31-23 season a year ago, including an 18-13 mark in the American Athletic
Conference that produced a third-place finish, WSU’s best since joining the AAC in 2017. Wichita State is
seeking their first appearance in the NCAA tournament since the 2013 season, a regional bid that was later
vacated by the NCAA.

SHOCKER BASEBALL ON THE RADIO AND ESPN PLUS: KFH 97.5 FM/1240 AM will once again serve
as the radio home for all Wichita State baseball broadcasts in 2022.“The Voice of the Shockers” and Pizza
Hut Shocker Sports Hall of Famer Mike Kennedy will have the call on Wednesday, with the pregame show
beginning approximately 20 minutes prior to first pitch. Al WSU home games at Eck Stadium in 2022 will
air live on ESPN Plus (WatchESPN.com) with former Shocker All-American pitcher Shane Dennis handling
the broadcast. Live audio, in addition to live statistics, will be available for all games at GoShockers.com/
listen and ShockerStats.com.

SERIES HISTORY: The Shockers and Jayhawks have met 82 times, with Wichita State holding a 48-34
lead in the all-time series. The two teams have not met since the 2019 season, with the last meeting on April
ending in a 9-1 Wichita State victory. The Shockers have claimed the last five meetings in the series, and
have not lost at home to the Jayhawks since the 2015 season. The last game against Kansas at Eck Stadium
in 2019 produced a 3-2 WSU win in 13 innings, punctuated by a Hunter Gibson walk-off home run.The
Shockers struck out 20 Jayhawks in the game, tied for the second-most in a game in program history. From
2013-2016, Kansas won seven consecutive games in the series.

SCOUTING KANSAS: The Jayhawks enter the weekend with a record of 8-10 coming off a series
loss on the road at Indiana State. Kansas has played just one home game so far this season, a midweek
loss at the hands of Missouri State. Otherwise, the Jayhawks have played weekend series in Corpus Christi
(vs. lllinois), New Orleans, Minneapolis (Minnesota, Michigan State, lllinois), Greenville (Western Carolina,
Michigan State) and Terre Haute. The Jayhawks open Big 12 play this weekend against Oklahoma State,
then battle the Shockers at Hoglund Ballpark in Lawrence the following Tuesday. Through 18 games, Kansas
ranks last in the Big 12 in ERA (5.86), fielding percentage (.965) and next-to-last in batting average (.254).
The offense is led by the talented Maui Ahuna, who is hitting .463 with 12 extra-base hits to open the
season. Nolan Metcalf (.318) and Casey Burnham (.309) are also regulars batting better than .300, but the
next closest qualifer after that trio has an average of .264. The Jayhawks pitching staff is highlighted by the
live arm of closer Jonah Ulane, who has four saves and has yet to allow a run in five appearances. Longtime
head coach Ritch Price is now in his 20th season at the helm of the Jayhawks, with an overall record of
569-533 in Lawrence. He is the all-time winningest coach in program history. Kansas is in search of their first
NCAA regional appearance since the 2014 season, and their first super regional appearance under Price.
The Jayhawks finished 30-27 a year ago, good for a tie for the 8th in the Big 12. They were picked last in the
conference’s preseason poll in 2022.

TRIPLE THREAT: The trio of Xavier Casserilla, Chuck Ingram, and Brock Rodden each homered in
the final two games of the series against New Mexico, including back-to-back homers from Casserilla and
Ingram in the sixth inning on Saturday. Should any of them homer against Kansas, it would be the first time
a Wichita State player has homered in three straight games since future big leaguer Alec Bohm had a long
ball in all three games of a series vs. Nebraska in 2018.

HIT MAN: In addition to his power surge, Ingram added another career-best mark over the weekend.
In the series finale against New Mexico, the sophomore outfielder went 5-for-5, becoming the first Wichita
State player to record five hits in a game since Daniel Kihle accomplished the feat in 2016. Ingram’s previous
career best for hits in a game was three.

BIZARRE BASEBALL: Sunday’s series finale also featured one of the strangest plays in recent
memory. In the fifth inning with the bases loaded, Sawyre Thornhill skied a ball over the fence in center
for an apparent grand slam. However, on his trip around the bases Thornhill passed Brock Rodden at first
base, who then went to the dugout instead of touching home plate. After a lengthy review, the umpires
determined Thornhill was out for passing the runner, and Rodden was out for going out of the baseline.
The result was a two-run single and an inning-ending double play, putting the Shockers in front by the
score of 12-0.

STILL STREAKING: The other element to Sunday’s bizarre grand slam-turned double play involved
Thornhill, who extended his season-opening hitting streak to 18 games on the play. Strangely enough,
has just one hit in each of the last seven games of the streak, dating back to a two-hit game against
Washington State on March 5. The only game Thornhill has missed this season was at home against Oral
Roberts on March 8, which he was suspended for following an ejection late in the prior game against Texas
A&M.

RODDEN RAKING RIGHTIES: Junior college transfer Brock Rodden has taken over the team lead
in batting average thanks to a two-week stretch where he went 12-for-25 with three home runs and 10
RBI. Almost all of that damage has come against right-handed pitching, as the switch-hitting Rodden is
crushing righties to the tune of a .373 average (19-for-51). Against southpaws, however, Rodden is just
5-for-24 (.208).

SHOCKERS IN THE RPI: Wichita State tumbled to 123 in the latest RPI rankings following the series
loss vs. New Mexico. The Shockers entered the weekend at 54, buoyed by a strong non-conference
schedule. Wichita State has played Texas State (29), Oklahoma (37), Louisiana Tech (44) and Oral Roberts
(58) in the non-conference portion of the schedule, with three future matchups against Oklahoma State
(13) on the way.

RARIFIED AIR: Sophomore Cameron Bye's impressive start to the 2022 season is rapidly approaching
historic territory. With 3.1 hitless, scoreless innings on Sunday against New Mexico, Bye has now opened
the season with 15.2 innings and no earned runs. Strangely enough, all nine of Bye's walks on the season
have come in his two spot starts, with no other free passes allowed over the course of 9.1 innings out of the
bullpen.

HOME FIELD ADVANTAGE: Eck Stadium, home of Tyler Field, has consistently been one of the
toughest places for opponents to win in its storied history. The Shockers own an all-time home record of
1,270-379-2, including an 860-276-2 mark at Tyler Field (first season 1988). Since taking over as head coach
in 2020, Eric Wedge has put together a 34-11 record at Eck, highlighted by a spotless 10-0 mark during the
COVID-shortened 2020 campaign.

HOLDEN IT DOWN: Grad transfer Connor Holden has solidified the back end of the Wichita State
bullpen. Through eight scoreless appearances as the Shocker closer, Holden has allowed just seven
baserunners on five hits and a pair of hit by pitches. Of the four saves that Holden has snagged, he has had
to pitch around a runner at second with less than two outs in three of them, including last Tuesday against
Oral Roberts when he struck out the side following a leadoff double. The native of Louisville, Kentucky was
5-1 with a 4.43 ERA and nine saves in four years at Murray State.

TRANSFER TRACKER: The Shockers added 12 transfers to the 2022 roster, including six from
Division-l programs. RHP Connor Holden (Murray State), LHP Austin Wallace (Texas), LHP Adam Ketelsen
(lowa), INF Will Carpenter (Penn State), RHP Matt Boyer (Saint Louis) and RHP Grayson Jones (James
Madison) all make their way to Wichita for 2022.

KEEP IT IN THE FAMILY: Shocker coaches Eric Wedge, Mike Pelfrey, Mike Sirianni and Director of
Operations Loren Hibbs all have ties to the WSU baseball program. Wedge powered the Shockers to a
national championship as the starting catcher in 1989, earning Missouri Valley Conference Player of the
Year honors along the way. Pelfrey was an All-American starter who ranks second in program history in
ERA (2.18) and strikeouts (366). Sirianni was a volunteer assistant coach for the Shockers in 2015 and 2016
before taking the head coaching position at Regis University. Hibbs helped WSU to the program’s first-ever
CWS appearance in 1982, and still holds the NCAA record for single-season runs scored with 125.

ON DECK: The Shockers welcome old rival Creighton to Eck Stadium for a three-game series this
weekend.

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Eric Wedge was named the Head Baseball Coach at Wichita State in May 2019 and heads into his third
season with the Shockers in 2022.

Wedge led Wichita State to a 31-23 overall record in 2021, including an 18-13 record and third-place finish
in the American Athletic Conference. The 18 conference wins and third-place finish both marked program
records since WSU joined the conference prior to the 2018 season.

In addition, the Shockers had five players named All-Conference First Team in The American, including
Newcomer Pitcher of the Year, freshman Jace Kaminska, reliever Aaron Haase, infielders Paxton Wallace and
Garrett Kocis, and outfielder Corrigan Bartlett. The five all-conference honorees also were a program-best
since becoming members of the AAC.

In his inaugural campaign as head coach at WSU in 2020, Wedge helped the Shockers post a 13-2 record
before the season was halted due to the COVID-19 pandemic. Wichita State ended the season on a 12-game
winning streak -- its longest streak since 2008.

Wedge, who was a catcher for the Shockers from 1987-89 and earned first team All-America honors in
1989, is the 22nd head coach in the history of Shocker baseball. He has 15 years of coaching experience
including 10 years as a Major League manager.

In his three years as a Shocker, Wedge played in 226 games and hit .333 with 212 runs, 257 hits, 54
doubles, four triples, 45 home runs, 206 RBI, 173 walks and 21 stolen bases. He was a member of three NCAA
Tournament teams, two College World Series teams, three Missouri Valley Conference regular-season title
teams and helped lead Wichita State to the 1989 National Championship.

A native of Fort Wayne, Ind., Wedge was drafted in the third round of the 1989 Major League Baseball Draft
by the Boston Red Sox. He made his Major League debut for the Red Sox on Oct. 5, 1991 and played from
1991-94 with Boston and the Colorado Rockies.

He began his coaching career in 1998 in the Cleveland Indians minor league system. He was named 1999
Carolina League Manager of the Year after leading Kinston to a 79-58 record. The Indians promoted Wedge
to manager of the Double-A Akron Aeros in 2000 and then to the Triple-A Buffalo Bisons in 2001. He led the
Bisons to a 91-51 first-place finish in the International League’s North Division and was named International
League Manager of the Year and Baseball America’s Triple A Manager of the Year. In 2002, he led the Bisons
to their second-straight postseason appearance and earned The Sporting News Minor League Manager of the
Year award.

In October of 2002, Wedge was named the manager of the Cleveland Indians, becoming the youngest full-
time manager in Major League Baseball history. The 2005 team won 93 games and narrowly missed qualifying
for the postseason. Wedge finished runner-up in the American League Manager of the Year voting.

In 2007, Wedge led the Indians to the Central Division title, defeating the Yankees in the ALDS before falling
to the Red Sox in seven games in the ALCS. For his efforts, he was named American League Manager of the

Year.

Wedge ended his coaching stint in Cleveland after the 2009 season, and in October of 2010, he was named
manager of the Seattle Mariners. He won 213 games over three seasons with the Mariners.

After leaving the Mariners, he spent two years as a studio analyst for ESPN's Baseball Tonight in 2014 and
2015.

Prior to returning to Wichita State as head coach, Wedge was a player development advisor for the Toronto
Blue Jays for three years.

He has been inducted into 14 different hall of fames throughout the country, including the Pizza Hut
Shocker Sports Hall of Fame and the Kansas Sports Hall of Fame.

Wedge has a daughter, Ava, and son, Cash.

Former Wichita State All-American and 12-year major leaguer Mike Pelfrey
was named the program’s pitching coach in January of 2019.

Pelfrey, who is a member of the Pizza Hut Shocker Sports Hall of Fame and
was an All-American for Wichita State, joined the Shockers after spending the
previous two seasons as the pitching coach for the Newman University Jets.

During his career with WSU from 2003-05, Pelfrey went an impressive 33-7
on the mound and compiled a 2.18 ERA, which still ranks second in program
history. He also finished second in career strikeouts with 366.

In 2005, he was named a first team All-American by Collegiate Baseball,
American Baseball Coaches Association and the National Collegiate Baseball
Writers Association after going 12-3 with a 1.93 ERA and 143 strikeouts.

A three-time first-team All-MVC honoree, he was also the Valley’s 2004 and
2005 Pitcher of the Year after 2003 Freshman of the Year honors. He was also
a three-time ABCA all-region selection and was named to the Valley’s 2007
All-Centennial team.

Pelfrey was drafted ninth overall by the New York Mets during the first
round of the 2005 MLB Draft, and went on to pitch in the majors for 12 years
with the Mets (seven seasons), Minnesota Twins (three seasons), Detroit Tigers
(one season) and Chicago White Sox (one season). In total, he appeared in 275
major league contests.

From 2008-11 with New York, he started at least 31 games each season,
totaling 45 wins, 435 strikeouts and just 263 walks in 782 2/3 innings.

Pelfrey earned a bachelor’s degree in sport management from Wichita State
in May 2019.

He and his wife, Angela, have a son, Chase, and two daughters, Avery and
Madison.
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Mike Sirianni was named the Assistant Coach/Recruiting Coordinator for
the Wichita State baseball program on June 27, 2019.

Sirianni was the volunteer assistant coach for the Shockers from 2015-16
and comes back to Wichita State after head coaching stints at Tarleton State
and Regis University.

While at Regis, a Division Il school in Denver, Colo., Sirianni made an im-
mediate impact. He took over the reins of a program that was 21 games under
.500 over the previous three seasons combined (60-81) and led the Rangers
to 26 victories in his debut season in 2017. Over the next two seasons, Sirianni
added 47 more victories to his ledger. In 2018, the Rangers recorded their first
winning season in five years with Sirianni at the helm.

In 2018, Sirianni coached the Rocky Mountain Athletic Conference Pitcher
of the Year Brad Thoutt. He also had 20 all-conference selections in his three
seasons with the Rangers and boasted the highest team GPA in the RMACin
2017.

Prior to his time at Regis, Sirianni spent two seasons as a volunteer assistant
coach for the Shockers where he assisted with the offense and helped coach
three Freshman All-Americans, two all-region selections, one Missouri Valley
Conference Freshman of the Year, eight all-conference performers and nine
MLB draft picks.

From 2011-14, Sirianni was the assistant coach and recruiting coordinator
at Newman University. He helped lead the Jets to the conference tournament
two out of the three seasons and to the highest conference finish in school his-
tory. He also helped guide the offense to several school records and the team
to the best finish in school history.

Sirianni recruited and coached six Gold Glove winners and 14 all-conference
position players. He also recruited and coached the Freshman of the Year in the
Heartland Conference.

During the summer in 2009, 2010 and 2011, he was the Head Coach for the
Joneshoro Ricemen, an American Legion team. He led the team to the Arkan-
sas State Legion Championship in 2009. During his time with the Ricemen, he
led the team to four conference championships and guided 19 players to go on
to play college baseball.

Prior to coaching at Newman, he had stints with Valley View High School in
Arkansas, lowa Western Community College, Arkansas State and the Cleveland
Indians.

Sirianni, who is a native of Indianola, lowa, earned a bachelor’s degree in
interdisciplinary studies from Arkansas State in 2006. In 2017, he earned a
master’s degree in health, physical education and recreation from Emporia
State.

He was a two-year starter at Arkansas State in 2004-05 and set the single
season record for runs scored in 2004. He also played two years at Creighton
from 2002-03.

Mike and his wife Mandy have three children.
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Former Wichita State standout outfielder and assistant coach Loren Hibbs
was named the Assistant Athletics Director for Baseball Operations and Player
Development in June 2019.

Hibbs, who starred as a player for the Shockers from 1982-84 and then
served as assistant coach at WSU from 1985-92, returned to his alma mater
after serving as the head coach for the Charlotte 49ers for 27 seasons (1993-
2019).

At Charlotte, Hibbs posted an impressive 819-682-5 record and guided the
49ers to seven conference regular season championships, four conference
tournament titles and five NCAA tournament appearances. He is the program'’s
all-time winningest coach, having achieved that milestone back in 2002.

Before becoming the head coach for the 49ers, Hibbs assisted College
Baseball and Pizza Hut Shockers Sports Hall of Fame head coach Gene
Stephenson to seven Missouri Valley Conference reqular season titles, five MVC
tournament crowns, seven NCAA regional appearances, four College World
Series berths and the 1989 national championship.

He coached six former Shockers who went on to play in the majors,
including Wedge (1987-89), P.J. Forbes (1987-90), Mike Lansing (1987-90), Pat
Meares (1988-90), Darren Dreifort (1991-93) and Doug Mirabelli (1990-92).

An outfielder for the Shockers from 1982-84, he was a three-time All-
Missouri Valley Conference and All-District honoree, and was selected to
the 1982 College World Series all-tournament team. He still holds the NCAA
single-season record for runs scored with 125 during the 1982 campaign.
Hibbs captured two regular season conference titles and one conference
tournament crown, going along with two NCAA regional showings, and was a
member of the 1982 College World Series runner-up team.

He was inducted into the Kansas Baseball Hall of Fame in 2018.

Hibbs and his wife, the former Lisa Helms, have three children, Tyson, Erin
and Lanie.
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Conor Behrens enters his first season as a volunteer assistant coach for the
Shockers in 2022.

Behrens (pronounced BEAR-enns) comes to Wichita from Point Loma
Nazarene University, where he served as the infield and hitting coach for the
Sea Lions. Prior to his time in San Diego, the native of Lincoln, Neb., spent two
seasons as an assistant coach at the University of Central Missouri, helping the
Mules to a national runner-up finish and a 46-8 record in 2021.

Working primarily with the hitters at UCM, Behrens helped engineer an
offense that ranked top-10 nationally in a litany of offensive categories,
including batting average (.341), hits (620), home runs, (86), runs (478),
slugging percentage (.579), stolen bases (91) and hit by pitch (109).
